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REQUIREMENTS AND SUBMISSION OF THE ARTICLES

The editorial board of the journal «Philosophical Horizons» receives the original,
not previously published scientific articles which cover current issues of philosophy. The
articles which are received by the editorial board should not simultaneously be under
consideration in any other journal and should not be published in other publications in a
similar or slightly modified form.

Articles should be written in Ukrainian or English. Editorial Board reserves the
right to edit submitted articles and reject articles written in irrelevant language. We
recommend you stick to this classical structure of the article: introduction; theoretical
and methodological foundations of research (including analysis of recent research
and publications); The aim of the study; description of the research methodology and
empirical data obtained; assessment and discussion of results, conclusions, list of
references of transliteration. UDC submitted and being sure ORCID author.

Each article should be attached with a summary (3000 characters with spaces) and
keywords (5-7 words) in English and Ukrainian. Please note the difference between
a summary (abstract) and annotations. The summary should be informative, concise
display a summary of the article (introduction, purpose, objectives, methods, results), not
to repeat the title of the article, does not contain common phrases, duplicate conclusions.
Summary assigned to function independently of the paper sources. Summary in English
in the national issues, if the article published in Ukrainian, is the main and usually the
only source of information on the content of articles for foreign specialists. Resume must
be written in English literate. The text must be in logical use of the word «thereforey,
«moreoven, «likey, «resulty and so on. («Consequently», «moreover», «for example»,
«the benefits of this study», «as a result» etc.); preferably possible to use active rather
than passive, ie «The study tested», rather than «It was tested in this study» (the most
common mistake); the terminology which is essential for foreign special texts should
be used. It is necessary to follow the convention in terms within the summary and main
text of the article.

The article is submitted in text editor Microsoft Word for Windows with the
following requirements: font «Times New Roman Cyr» (size 14 pt), single line spacing,
margins — 2 cm each paragraph — 1.25 cm. Orientation — only portrait .

Ilustrations (figures) should be performed in a raster format (extension *.tif,
*jpg, *.gif, *.bmp) with a resolution of 300 dpi. Authors may insert their own images
in the text, but they must submit separate files of pictures, graphs, charts and others
electronically.

Tables should be made only by means of Microsoft Word. Tables should not go
beyond the text, centered. Each table should have a serial number, title and below
accompanied citing sources, eg, «Folding the materials [1].» The same applies to
drawings.

Formulas are typed in formulas editor program Word - «Microsoft Equation».

Each abbreviation introduced in the text in brackets after the first mention relevant
phrases.

Between the initials and surname refers breaking space (Ctrl + Shift + Space).

Bibliography by reference in the text is attached to the article. Full names of
journals should be given . Bibliographical information should be presented in the
following form:
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1. books — names of authors or editors, book title (in italics), place of publication,
publisher, year of publication, number of pages

Example:

Van der Berg L., Drewett R., Klaassen L.H., Rossi A., Vijverberg C.H.T. Urban
Europe: A study of growth and decline. A. Exeter, Wheaton & Co. Ltd., 1982, 162 p.

2. publications in journals — author, title, publication title (in italics), year of
publication, issue number, page hosting article.

3. For articles in books — author, title, book title (in italics), names of authors or editors
of the book, place of publication, publisher, year of publication, page hosting article.

Bibliographic data in Cyrillic should be transliterated in Latin according to the
international standard ISO 9. It is the only modern standard transliteration, which
provides the unique two-way correspondence between Cyrillic and Latin characters
and allows you to restore the original spelling Cyrillic text without knowledge of the
original language. Transliteration and translation bibliographic information necessary
for an adequate international scientometric articles indexed databases.

The general scheme of transliteration is:

1. Books (monographs, textbooks, etc.):

Transliteration of names of authors or editors; Transliteration book title (in italics);
Translated title of the book in English (in brackets); place of publication, publisher, year
of publication, number of pages; language publication (in parentheses).

Example:

Krylov M. P. Regional’naa identi¢nost’ evropejskoj Rossii. [Regional identity is
European Russia]. Moscow, 2010, 240 p. (In Russian).

2. For publications in periodicals (collections of scientific articles, conference
proceedings, etc.):

Transliteration of names of authors; Transliteration title of the article; Translated
title of the article in English (in brackets); Transliteration title periodical (in italics);
Translated title periodical English (in brackets); place of publication (for the conference
proceedings), year of publication, issue number, pages that contain sex; Language (in
parentheses).

Translated title of the book in English (in brackets); Transliteration of the names of
authors or editors of the book; year of publication, pages of the published articles (in
parentheses).

In order to enable verification of the validity of the list of sources and amending it
in case of inaccuracies or errors Editorial Board encourages authors to submit separate
file identical list of sources, traditionally decorated according to the requirements of
JCTY I'OCT 7.1: 2006.

Links to sources in the text can be done only one way: in brackets according to the
number in the bibliography [8]; [2, p. 34]; [16, p. 27-28].

The paper (including summary and list of literature) should not be less than 2500
and not more than 6000 words.

Manuscript must contain the following elements:

—UDC, ORCID

— the name of the article (in English and Ukrainian);

— names of authors, their place of work (in English and Ukrainian);
— summary and key words (in English and Ukrainian);

— the main text (in English or Ukrainian);

— references.

Submitting articles to the Editorial Board

Submission of articles is made electronically by e-mail philos_obr@ukr.net

— Manuscript with all the elements listed above;

— information about authors, including the name all authors, their academic degree,
academic status, place of work and positions Research interests (Ukrainian and English);

— contact email address, phone number;

— additional materials (pictures, charts, graphs, etc.) — if any;

— a list of sources, traditionally decorated according to the requirements of GOST
7.1: 2006 and its transliteration.

Processing of publications

Chief editor sent the article assigns incoming registration number and review it for
compliance with formal requirements of its content to the design (matching the subject of
the magazine, text formatting, content and abstract, design list of sources, literacy language
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articles matching scientific style, etc.). Besides, the editorial board reviews submissions
for plagiarism. If a decision is approved the chief editor sends the article to review. In the
case of a negative decision by the chief editor the article can be rejected or sent back for
revision, and the registration date of the article will be the date of next submission.

THE REVIEW PROCESS

All articles submitted to the editors of scientific and theoretical journal
«Philosophical horizonsy are to be reviewed.

— The head editors of the journal determine the compliance of the article to the
target of the journal, as well as to the requirements for formatting and send them to be
reviewed by the members of the editorial board, and then to the independent experts.

—The review process does not involve professionals who work in the same
institution where the work was performed.

— The term for the review process in each case is determined by the conditions for
the most rapid publication of the article. The maximum term of the review process is
about 1 month.

— The editorial board follows the policy of reviewing «Double blind peer review».
The editorial board does not correspond about the results of the review.

—The review displays the overall level of scientific work according to the
requirements; analyses if the title of the article matches the content; states the relevance
of'the topic; a scientific innovation; the correct citation and the state of scientific reference
system; the validity of the findings and their compliance to the aim of publication;
compliance with design articles in scientific and theoretical journal «Philosophical
horizony; the conclusion of the reviewer about the possibility of publishing the article.

— The opinion of the author and his style is not rated by reviewers.

— The review of the article is certified according to the institution where reviewer
works.

— If the review of the article is with the indication on the further article correction,
it is sent to the author for revision.

—The article which is not recommended for publication is not accepted for
reconsideration.

— A decision about the expediency of publication after peer review is approved by
the head editor, and if it is necessary by the editorial board.

Executive Secretary informs the author and indicates the expected timing of the
publication

Article rejection

The Editorial Board reserves the right to withdraw already published articles where
obvious signs of plagiarism or other violations of academic ethics were found. Check for
plagiarism can be implemented as an editorial board on its own initiative and in response
to the notification, application or complaint of third parties.

PUBLISHING ETHICS
Ethical guidelines for authors, reviewers and editors based on principles developed
by the Ethics Committee publications — COPE.

Ethical Guidelines
Authors must guarantee the authenticity of their research and text articles. It is
forbidden to submit earlier published articles (or simultaneously submitted for being
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review to another journal). In exceptional cases, authors can refer to their explanation of
the reason for re-publication.

Authors are required to provide information about all persons and organizations
that in one way or another contributed to the study, and properly cite other publications
used in the study. Avoid any forms of plagiarism to be complied with applicable
regulatory documents about copyright protection. Any material protected by copyright
(especially graphics and great quotes) can be performed only according to the written
permission. Authors should ensure that the methods and results of their research
are properly investigated (to allow referring to the results for other researchers) and
objectively interpreted. It is important to warn about indication of the quality of the used
empirical data and methods. Any fraud during the execution of research procedures and
interpretation of results is unacceptable.

All persons who have made significant contributions to the study, including the
formulation of ideas and research objective, methodical approaches, implementation
and interpretation of research results should be listed as co-authors. If the contribution
of others in the study is small, relevant information is necessary to be indicated after
the main text of the article under «Thanks.» It is necessary to indicate all sources of
funding research. All authors should state clearly the financial or other forms of potential
conflicts of interest that may affect the results of the study or their interpretation. Author
are responsible for correspondence with the editors as well as they are responsible for
the proper formation of the list of sponsors, as well as review of all co-authors of the
final version of the article and the approval of their articles for publication.

Editors may request the authors to provide the raw data used for the study. Authors
must provide public access to such data at the request of the editors. Authors must retain
data used in the study for at least 10 years.

In the case of the author in his article that has already been published, a serious
error, which affects the reliability of the results and conclusions must quickly inform the
editorial board and offer the most appropriate in a specific case solutions to a situation
such as the publication of notice of clarification, withdrawal or retraction of the article.

Ethical guidelines for referees

The task of the reviewers is not only to help the magazine in the decision on the
possibility of publishing the article, but also help authors improve quality content of the
articles and studies that lay at its foundation.

In order to ensure prompt and impartial review, reviewers should be amended to
provide the quickest confirm their competence in this subject and to cope with the task
in time.

Reviewers are required to maintain the confidentiality of submissions received.
Do not distribute received for review materials and conduct their discussions with any
persons other than members of the magazine. It is necessary to maintain maximum of
objectivity, and to be capable clearly and in a comprehensive way to prove the argument.
Reviewers must inform the editors of any publications that were not properly cited by
the authors. In addition, the reviewer must inform the editor about all cases which match
the text of the article to review the text of any other publications.

Reviewer shall not use information obtained during the review article for personal
purposes, including obtaining any personal benefit. Reviewers must abandon review
in case of conflict of interest, such as cooperation or competition with any article the
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author or institution / organization which carried out the work or works at least one of
the authors.

Ethical guidelines for editors

The editorial board is responsible for the decision to publish the article. Editorial
decision is final. Editor’s decision should be based on their own judgment about the
scientific significance of the article and the comments of reviewers. Editors make every
possible effort to avoid copyright infringement, plagiarism or other misconduct authors.
When deciding wording guided solely by the quality of articles. It is not allowed to
discriminate the authors as for their nationality, ethnicity, gender, religion, political
views, sexual orientation, and so on.

Editors can not use for their own purposes materials of the rejected articles. Editors
should strictly observe the rules of anonymity, in particular, to guarantee the anonymity
of reviewers. In addition, editors are not allowed to distribute any information about
submitted articles to any persons other than the authors, reviewers, consultants and
scientific publisher.

Fee for publication

Payment is done according to the information given to the author, together with the
letter of the text of the final publication approval. If the author does not pay within ten
working days of sending a letter to the editorial board, the article will be rejected to be
published in the current issue of the journal. After the payment the following article can
be accepted for publication in the current or future issues of the journal.

Authors are entitled to publish their articles in the electronic version of the journal,
and are guaranteed to get a printed copy of the journal «Philosophical Horizons» with
their publication. At the request of authors can order additional printed copies of the
journal for an additional fee.
