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On August 3, 2019,
Professor David Pegg, one
of the founding fathers of
cryobiology, passed away.
In 1972, Prof. David Pegg
was the first foreign scientist
who visited the newly estab-
lished Institute for Prob-
lems of Cryobiology and
Cryomedicine of the Natio-
nal Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine.

Most of Prof. D. Pegg
scientific activity was as-
sociated with cryobiology.
In 1965, he started the
investigations in human
tissues and organ preser-

vation. Together with renowned surgeon in transp-
lantology Roy Calne, he explored the possibility
to transplant the donor organs subjected to low-
temperatures.

Since 1967, he has worked as a Senior Research
Fellow at Low Temperature Biology Department at
the Clinical Research Laboratory in Mill Hill, London.
Since 1970, Prof. D. Pegg headed the studies of
low temperatures effects on living organisms at the
Northwick Park Hospital Clinical Research Center
in Harrow.

In 1978-1992, Prof. D. Pegg headed the Medical
Cryobiology Group in Cambridge. In 1992—-1993
he was the Director of the National Bank of East
England Tissues at the National Blood Service
in Cambridge. In 1993-2006, he served as the Di-
rector of the Department of Medical Cryobiology
at York University and since 1999 to 2018 Prof.
Pegg was an Honorary Professor at the Department
of Biology.

David Pegg has made an invaluable contribu-
tion to the development of cryobiology as an
independent scientific discipline. At the beginning of
his scientific carrier, using erythrocytes as a model
system, he paid much attention to the mechanisms of
damaging effects of cooling and freezing, as well as
the influence of cryoprotectants on cells.

David Pegg provided a great value to the im-
provement of donor bone marrow preservation
techniques, designing and manufacturing of the

equipment for cryopreservation. Based on the
gas refrigerating machine developed in the early
1970s by D. Pegg together with A. Hayes and R. King-
ston, the first programmable freezer of Planer Pro-
ducts Ltd was created. David Pegg had a huge ex-
pertise in cryopreservation of human bone marrow.

Many of Prof. Pegg’s works were devoted to the
development of solutions for optimal transportation
of donor organs, including kidneys. He is the author
of the techniques for creating, controlling and
maintaining the required concentration of cryoprotec-
tant in a preserved tissue.

In parallel with performing the studies, David Pegg
was actively involved into public scientific activi-
ties: in 1964 he became one of the founders of the
Society of Cryobiology; since 1973 to 1994 he was
a European correspondent editor and since 1995 to
2011 he was editor-in-chief of Cryobiology journal.

The staff of the Institute expresses the sincere
condolences to the family and friends of Prof. David

Pegg.
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
