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Violations of lexical norms, as well as deviations from other norms,
may become an obstacle to professional communication in a particular
industry, lead to distortion of the content of the statement.

The article analyzes the causes and ways of the emergence of
paronymy and homonymy. The classification of paronyms is presented.
They are divided into common-root (liberalism — libertarianism,
hegemony — hegemonism) and multi-root (apartheid — stateless,
meritocracy — militocracy). Also distinguish external system paronyomy
(lustration — illustration) and intra-system (politics — politia).

Forunderstanding the phenomenon of homonymy in political science
terminology, the article deals with the causes and ways of its occurrence.
For example, homonyms may arise as a result of a random coincidence
of unrelated words (stratum) and as a result of the distribution of values
of a multivalued word (obstruction). Also, homonyms can come from
other languages (league, diet). In the political terminology system there
are no intra-system homonyms, only inter-system ones are recorded.

CORRUPTION: TERM AND NOTION

The paper examines the term corruption use in the modern Ukrainian
language practice. After 2014 there were a lot of hopes that reforms will
do what has not been done for decades of independence. Anti-corrupt
reform is one of such reforms which caused deeper understanding
the concept and event as corruption. This term was used in Soviet
Union at the end of 1980. In Ukrainian Soviet Encyclopedia (edited
by M. P. Bazhan, 1980) corruption is interpreted as «in the bourgeois
states the deceit and corruption of state, political and public figures,
government officials and employees, the use of their official position
for selfish purposes».

The legal nature of corruption in Ukraine has been known for many
years, but the essence of corruption hasn’t become clearer. Establishing
the content of the concept corruption and the term to denote is very
important.

According to the editors’ views of Etymological Dictionary of
Ukrainian Language the term corruption was borrowed from West
European languages.

The development of semantics of the term corruption is reflected in
the explanatory and branch dictionaries.

Dictionary of Foreign Words (1996) («CIIOBHHUK 4YyKOMOBHHX
ciiBy») interprets the concept corruption as moral category and action —
depravity, corruption of government officials, bribery.

As we see in the terminology dictionaries, the term corruption until
recently belonged to the peripheral vocabulary, which called the realities
of the bourgeois society and which was presented in the dictionaries of
the Soviet period with a note “in the capitalist countries”. As a result
of the reorientation of the nomination, the word, which used to denote
the reality of foreign life, is beginning to be used actively for naming
modern life (in an independent Ukraine).

Authors of Law Encyclopedia (by U. S. Shemshuchenko, 2001)
propose to denote corruption as one of the form of power abuse through
bribery of officials.

There is a definition of terminological word-combination corrupt
acts in current normative legal acts.

A. G. Zahorodniy and G. L. Lozniuk point out the unlawful nature
of the corruption phenomenon in Financial-and-Economical Dictionary
(2007).
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This phenomenon becomes the object of studying in monographic
research. According to the analysis of different meanings of the term
corruption, there are such key words: a social phenomenon, a system of
relations, the use of its status, the activities of individuals, a set of acts.

This term has a lot of synonyms, which show aspects of denoting
concept or point to the different results of implementation of language
practice on the various stages of its evolution.

Consequently the corruption is a complex social event, social
phenomenon which represented in encyclopedic, interpretative, branch
dictionaries, normative-legal acts, scientific literature and journalism.
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
