VIEW ON STUDY ISSUES OF GENDER ARCHAEOLOGY THROUGH THE RESEARCH
APPROACHES

The article raises the questions of the problems of studying of gender archaeology by post-
Soviet schools of archaeology and the schools of Western Europe and the USA. The low level of
dialogue between researchers has determined a significant difference in the interpretation of existing
material on the reconstruction of the life of Stone Age collectives. In the work is described the history
of research of gender studios among archaeologists, the reasons for the lack of constructive dialogue
between schools. It is taken the attention for potential ways of solving the problem by integrating the
results of national archaeological researches into the global scientific use.
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
