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Summary

The author deals with associative lines in Leonid Andreyev's works. This lines show the
tie between his personages and several traditional images.

“Biblical* associative lines are considered: “Vasilj Fivejskj — love — Christ’ (“Life of Vasilj
Fiveysky”) and “the revolutionary — Christ — apostles Peter and loanne of “Judas Iscariotis”
— Samson” (“The Dark”).

“Literary” line is distinguished: “Satan - Vandergud — Mefistofel by Gete — Demon by
Lermontov — Devil by Gogol” ("Diary of Satan®). And line which consists of associations
with different genesis figures is distinguished also: “Sashka — Christ — “generous robber”.

This associative ambivalency demonstrates originality of Andreyev’s art consciousness,
elements of neomythologism and indicates-universal character of problems in his works.
