The unexplored genre of dumka that represents in the best way the lyric poetry of the Ro-
mantic style in Ukrainian and Polish literature and music of the XIXth century is considered
in the article. At the beginning of the research different views on the history of the genre itself
and the variants of its definition are compared. It is concluded that, at different formulations,
the researchers agree as for lyrical, elegiac (or wailful) nature of dumka. The first works known
today are mentioned. Special extension of this genre in Polish music and home playing is
emphasized.

It is concluded that dumky in music are Ukrainian folk or authors’ lyrical and elegiac songs
(or romances) of wailful, dreamy, sentimental and melancholic character, which are characte-
rized with monologue, song and romance melody, rhythm and harmony, moderately slow tem-
po, harmonic minor, mood parallelism, mostly two- or three-time measure and usually couplet
form. It is emphasized that in comparison with romance dumka has a slightly smaller range
and not so well-developed melodic line. It can be not only vocal, but also for different vocal
and instrumental or purely instrumental compositions — for voice with torban or piano, guitar,
piano, violin or cello with piano, for piano trio, quartet, quintet, sextet, chamber and symphony
orchestras, sometimes with solo instrument; opera vocal items called dumka happen.

Dumka became widespread in everyday home life, salon music, the works of amateur com-
posers used as the address to folk was a manifestation of the romantic style of that time period.

Various works named dumka are classified. Its two types are distinguished: first — everyday
home life, semiprofessional, second — a concert, professional. Everyday home life kind is also
divided into three types. Information on the works of professional composers who has written
in this genre is given and the most famous of them are named. It is concluded that dumka was
distributed mainly in Ukrainian and Polish, less in Czech, Slovak, Russian and Hungarian pro-
fessional music. Dumka in the works of Ukrainian composers is separately considered. Dumky
on the words of Taras Shevchenko are distinguished.

Finally it is concluded that though the blossoming of dumka took place in the age of Prero-
manticism, early and late Romanticism, the composers addressed to it also in musical art of
the XXth—XXlst centuries.
