The article focuses on the musical and structural organization of the song of praise Archangelskyy glas.
Although this chant does not belong to any particular tone, it combines melodies of the first, fifth and sixth tones.
The migration of melodies from tone to tone is characteristic of the chants of the church monody. The article takes
into account the analytical observations of P. Matsenko who used the sources from the XVIIth—XIXth centuries,
analyses new sources and highlights modal and metro-rhythmic characteristics of the chant. In addition to the
samples of church monody, the analysis also covers polyphonic variations, namely kyyevo-pecherskyy chant and

the work of D. Bortnyansky.

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SUMMARY

The article focuses on the musical and structural organization of the song of praise
Archangelskyy glas. Although this chant does not belong to any particular tone, it combines
melodies of the first, fifth and sixth tones. The migration of melodies from tone to tone is
characteristic of the chants of the church monody. It can be noticed that the alternation of similar
and variant motifs and phrases is used in the melody of the chants. The combination of melodic
formulas creates a tonal variety and a coherent architectonics of the melody. The chant has a
falling fourth intonation d-g. Its rhythmic organization is balanced and consists mostly of whole
and half notes. The article takes into account the analytical observation of P. Matsenko who
used the sources from the XVIIth—XIXth centuries, analyses new sources and highlights modal
and metro-rhythmic characteristics of the chant. In the chant the evident musical rhyme can
be traced, which is created by means of repetitive and cadence phrases. A detailed analysis of
the melody and the text shows that a musical form of the chant has a two-part structure. The
parts of the chant are connected by means of a rhetorical technique called anadiplosis, when
the beginning of the next line follows from the intonation of the preceding one. The melodic line
and the structure of Archangelskyy glas in the XVIth century manuscripts and printed versions
of the XVIlIth century are preserved, the only differences appear in melodious fragments and
note values, which are two times shorter in later manuscripts. In addition to the samples of
church monody, the analysis also covers polyphonic variations, namely kyyevo-pecherskyy
chant and the work of D. Bortnyansky. The interpretation of church monody in polyphonic
music is a very significant issue nowadays as it allows to prolong the existence of the chant.
In comparison to Irmoloi melodies, the chant retains major-minor key alternations and ends
with a dominant chord. In two harmonizations there were lost a characteristic fourth intonation
and melodic rhyming. The composite structure of the song of praise Archangelskyy glas is
preserved as a structural model of a music form with the combinations of melodic formulas
and phrases.
