The article is devoted to the peculiarities of the embodiment of the laughing culture of the buffoons in the work
of contemporary Ukrainian composer S. Turnieiev — the symphonic picture The Tune / Nahravannia. This paper
outlines the main aspects of the aesthetic, cultural and musicological researches of the phenomenon of comic world
in general and buffoonery as a specific phenomenon of Slavic humor culture in particular. The work of S. Turnieiev
is considered from the point of application of comic musical texts of different types and in the context of traditions
of disclosure of the buffoons images and buffoonery in Russian and Ukrainian music of the XIXth—XXlst centuries.

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SUMMARY

The article is devoted to the peculiarities of the embodiment of the laughing culture of the
buffoons in the work of contemporary Ukrainian composer S. Turnieiev — the symphonic picture
The Tune / Nahravannia. The author of the article aspired to trace the tradition of displaying of
the images of buffoons, buffoonery in Russian and Ukrainian music, to find their expression in
a relatively new, little-known and unexplored opus.
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The main aspects of such multiform and ambivalent phenomenon as humorous world in
general and humorous world of music in particular were outlined in the article. The evolution
of the study of comic phenomena in philosophy, aesthetics, culturology, philology, musicology,
their gradual move from marginal position into the focus of scientists was traced; it was proved
that humour culture is a phenomenon equivalent to serious culture.

The varieties of laughter were classified according to the main parameter — the presence
or absence of the feature of mockery in them, i. e. the evaluation function. Accordingly, the
non-estimated types of laughter as welcoming (cheerful, life-affirming) and sacral (archaic,
ritual) earlier in the historical origins and later evaluation (axiological) kind of laughter — comic
or parody were distinguished. The presence and equivalence of all kinds of laughter in Slavic,
including Ukrainian national mentality was especially emphasized.

The buffoonery was pointed as the turn and the first prosperity of Slavic humour culture; the
peculiar role of buffoonery as a mediator between folklore and professional, serious and hu-
morous cultures was noted. The specific system of buffoonery musical and poetic genres was
considered, its basic features, including humor orientation, syncretic nature, variable structure
of motif, etc. and the main genre types — dance, epic-tchastooshechnyy and parody — were
detected.

Reviewing the examples of the embodiment of buffoonery in professional music the author
discovered two major traditions that Russian composers of the XIXth century have developed
— the showing of this phenomenon in poetic and parody foreshortenings. The development of
the pointed tradition in Russian music of the twentieth century and its manifestations in Ukrain-
ian music of the beginning of the twenty-first century was traced. The symphonic picture The
Tunes by S. Turnieiev was investigated, in particular the variations of buffoonery laughter and
with the help of which species they are embodied in this work was also investigated.

The author has applied a special system of musical and expressive means suitable for dif-
ferent types of laughter personification in music, namely the system of humorous musical texts
(by O. Solomonova) for such analysis. According to the basic kinds of laughter the researcher
emphasizes the burlesque-destructive (comic), welcoming and sacred laughter music texts.

Considering The Tunes by S. Turnieiev according to the embodiment of different types of
the buffoonery humour in the work, in the main section of symphonic paintings the using of
all signs of welcoming comic musical text, including reliance on quickness and genre-stylistic
prosaisms, primarily on the semantics of folk dance and also the inestimable character of the
laughter was found. Instead of it in the middle section there was determined the syncretic
unity of laughter and ritual seriousness, which is the main feature of sacred variety of musical
humour texts. The main means of expression to realize the pointed musical humour texts the
author chooses the structural and semantic, intonation, rhythmic peculiarities of the genre of
dancing buffoonery, as quick character, steady rhythm, intonation and structural organization,
ostinatno-variable reiterations of the songs and formulas.

The analysis allowed to make a conclusion that the images of buffoons and buffoonery
were disclosed in a symphonic picture The Tunes by S. Turnieiev in rather multiform way, in
two main aspects, except satirical parody, and that, therefore, the pointed opus belongs to the
tradition of poetic embodiment of the buffoonery.
