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SUMMARY

Among numerous saints of the holy title of the Venerable anchoret-ascetics, the early Chris-
tian holy man Onuphrius the Great has grown to be thought worthy of a special reverence by
laity and clergymen of Rus-Ukraine. It is incontestably evidenced by a large number of chur-
ches, chapels, church side chapels, altars and entire monasterial complexes dedicated to him,
as well as by reproductions of his image different in their ways of his artistic interpretation. The
reproductions sometimes had a quite peculiar form of their embodiment. For instance, during
the XVIIth—XVIIIth centuries, an image of the ancient anchoret was repeatedly perpetuated
by the monumental carving on Podillia rock surfaces. The aforementioned ecclesiastical-and-
architectural and artistic realities emerged to endure on domestic lands throughout more than
a thousand-year period of the cult of St. Onuphrius the Great. However, this historical and
cultural heritage, as well as reasons, circumstances and peculiarities of revering the saint un-
der study in domestic territories, have not been hitherto comprehensively covered. The article
submitted to readers raises and outlines the question of studying the history of cult and figura-
tive embodiment of the figure of St. Onuphrius the Great in Rus-Ukraine throughout the Middle
Ages — early Modern Times.
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
