express such deverbatives as nomina actionis, nomina acti, nomina agentis in modern linguo-
didactic terminology system.

The phenomenon of regular polysemy is described and basic types of synonymous lex-
emes-deverbatives educed in scientific linguodidactic discourse are distinguished.

Modern linguodidactic system is characterized by usage of verbal nouns — of subject de-
nominated process, result of this process and subject of the action. Dominant place in expres-
sion of word formation meaning “subjected process” take deverbatives with inherent suffixes
-eHH(s1), -HH(s1), borrowed suffix -ami(s1); “names of process result” — deverbatives with zero
suffix and inherent suffix -k(a); suffixes expressing “name of action subject” meaning, relating
to irregular word formation formants.

Term deverbatives in area of linguodidactics are characterized with metonymical transfor-
mation; in particular, transition “cognitive process — result of cognitive process” can take
place not only at lexical level but at the level of morphological word formation. Metonymical
transformation as a result of semantic derivation in the field of derivative deverbatives “cogni-
tive process — name of action subject, carrying out the process” is considered to be irregular.

Among nine types of doublet lexemes-deverbatives discovered in the texts of linguodidac-
tic aspiration there are word formative one-stem synonyms “foreign language deverbative with
suffix -ami(s1) — hybrid deverbative (foreign language deverbative with inherent suffix -uu(s1))”
and “hybrid deverbative (foreign language noun with inherent suffix -uH(s1)) — foreign lan-
guage deverbative with zero suffix”, lexical synonyms are the other types: “foreign language
deverbative with suffix -ami(s1) — inherent deverbative with suffix -HH(s1) or -eHH(s1)”, inher-
ent deverbative with suffix -HH(s1) — inherent deverbative with zero suffix”, “inherent dever-
bative with suffix -HH(s1) — inherent deverbative with suffix -T1(s)», “synonymous inherent
deverbatives with suffix -HH(s1) or -eHH(s1)”, “synonymous inherent deverbatives with suffix
-HH(s1), formed from verbs of different aspects, that have no lexical an semantic peculiarities”,
“hybrid synonymous deverbatives (foreign language verbal nouns with inherent suffix -HH(s1))”,
“hybrid deverbative (foreign language verbal noun with inherent suffix -uHH(s1)) — inherent de-
verbative with suffix -eHH(s1)».

The modern use of language gives the following reasons to state: the free functioning of the
Ukrainian language sees the reserection of the language forms immanent to its nature.

Such conjunctions as wo, wo + Pron, correspond to the traditions of the Ukrainian folk
language; they are still being used in many functional styles of Ukrainian literary language. So
that’s why we think that it is important to give preference to the conjunctions wo, wo + Pron
in order to verbalize the structured scheme of the complex with the presubstantive subordinate
clause.
