SUMMARY

A cause-and-effect relationship between the nature of the petroglyphic monumental bas-relief
in the village of Busha, Vinnytsia region and the circumstances of historical and cultural deve-
lopment of the named settlement during the late XVIth — early XVIIIth centuries is analyzed in
the article. As the iconography of the sculptural image under consideration demonstrates distinct
features of the Western origin and the accessory inscription has recreated bilingual Latin and
Polish or monolingual text in Polish, there are the grounds to refer its emergence to one of two
periods of Busha history, namely: a) the time of the 1570s — late 1640s, when the settlement has
been possessed (partly at first and completely afterwards) by Zamojscy family, known as Polish
magnates and state figures. The settlement has been built up actively and Polish (Roman Catho-
lic) community (mainly from the superior and the most prosperous strata of the local people) has
been formed and worked there; b) to the period of the beginning / middle of the first decade —
middle of the 1730s, when the territory of Bratslavshchyna has reverted to the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. The power of Polish administration has been resumed all over the region, various
establishments of Greek-Catholic Church (abbeys, temples, clerical educational establishments) has
started to extend in mass. The church has gained distinct Western features under the pressure of
Polish secular authority and Roman Catholic church in the indicated period.

Concerning the author of the idea and thematic program of the bas-relief, the facts about him
are unknown. However, he has been undoubtedly the person versed in the fine points of Christian
(mainly West Christian) symbols and iconography, especially the iconography of the saint hermits.
