The periodization of the evolution of
the Anna Niementovska Private Musical Institute, its goals and objectives, the implementation of
renowned performing-pedagogical and musical-educational concepts through the representation of
its teaching staff are revealed. Illustrative examples of innovations and adaptations of the latest
progressive educational methods and educational practices are given.

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SUMMARY

Anna Niementovska Lviv Musical Institute, a private higher educational establishment, takes
a special place among Lviv professional musical educational institutions of the interwar period.
The purpose of the study is an attempt to specify the process of the educational establishment
evolution from the traditional musical institute of the early XXth century to a comprehensive
highly-qualified and simultaneously innovative higher musical establishment.

Concessioned by the Caesarean-royal government, in 1902 the private establishment under the
original name Musical Institute has been co-owned by Anna Niementovska (a graduate of piano
class of Teodor Leszetycki in Vienna) and Mariya Veleshchuk, a long-time piano pedagogue from
the school. From 1905 to 1939, the year of its disestablishment, the educational institution has
been owned by A. Niementovska solely. The bases of the institute activities are the following: pos-
sibility of obtaining professional European qualifications in Lviv (contrary to the expensive studies
abroad); the basis of the pedagogical staff is formed by the experienced performers and pedagogues
representing reputable author’s pedagogical schools and leading centers of professional musical
education in Europe (Lviv, Vienna, Berlin, Paris, Warsaw, London); professors and students are
drawn to public (including charitable) concert activity, in particular pedagogues of higher and
master courses have to give solo concerts 2—3 times a year; criteria for personnel selection are
conditioned only by professional and artistic qualities contrary to the national and political biases
or tendencies. In 1919 the establishment has received recognition of conformity to the category of
a higher educational establishment and the right of publicity (i. e. possibility to issue diplomas on
professional education recognized on the state level) from the Ministry of Religions and General
Education. Further development of the institute serves as the basis for its reputation strengthening,
conformity to the professional requirements of the period of musical education reform of 1930 and
transition of the educational establishment to a more qualitative status (K. Szymanowski Lviv
Musical Conservatory). It is shown by the development of establishment, extension of specialties
and training directions, wider age coverage of the students, creation of subsidiary branches system
in different areas of Lviv as well as in Rivne, Kolomyia, Inowroctaw, Stryi, Kremenets, Dubno,
Grodno and Volodymyr-Volynskyi, where 600 students have studied, Polish diaspora centers in
Philadelphia and Boston, and renewal of the pedagogical staff with bright concerts and teachers
contingent. The structure of education has included performance specialties, didactic and peda-
gogical, opera, drama, conductor’s courses; stage calisthenics are taught; apart from artistic ones,
the graduates are also given pedagogical diplomas. Children’s and adult symphony orchestras, ope-
ra and drama schools, opera choral singing course have functioned in the establishment, certain
experiences of integrated opera productions at the stage of a City Theatre are known.

Over three qualitative stages of its functioning (1902-1905, 1905-1919; 1919-1930), Anna
Niementovska Lviv Musical Institute has developed from a small musical educational establish-
ment with ambitious goals into a unique one by progressiveness, scale, flexibility and versatility
of activities with its own didactic concept, powerful and highly artistic pedagogical staff. It has
demonstrated a brilliant example of multicultural tolerance, formation of a strong complex of na-
tional and individual executive and pedagogical bases, development of the educational institution
from a typical private musical establishment to a complex multilevel system of musical education
with numerous regional centers.
