The article is dedicated to the description of the main trends of the Ukrainian paper cutting art
pieces development in the early 19th — early 21st centuries, published in the chapters of the third,
fourth and fifth volumes of The History of Ukrainian Decorative Art. Tt is emphasized that the
research of such a scale has been realized in Ukraine for the first time. The significance of paper-
cutting art pieces and the works of folk, amateur and professional artists are presented in the edi-
tion in the context of historical, social and cultural processes of Ukraine in the early 19th — early
21st centuries. New materials, previously unknown works stored in the museums and archives of
Ukraine and neighbouring countries, in particular in Poland, are submitted.

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SUMMARY

The article is about a large-scale edition of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
M. Rylskyi Institute for Art Studies, Folkloristics and Ethnology, namely the five-volume History
of Ukrainian Decorative Art. The academician Hanna Skrypnyk is its editor-in-chief, the work is
elaborated scientifically by Tetiana Kara-Vasylyeva. The work on it has lasted for ten years. The
materials preparation has been realized by leading Ukrainian experts in the fields of art criticism,
history, archeology, ethnography from the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine M. Rylskyi
Institute for Art Studies, Folkloristics and Ethnology, National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
Institute of Archeology, National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine Institute of Ethnology, National
Ukrainian Folk Decorative Art Museum, National Academy of Fine Arts and Architecture, Lviv
National Academy of Arts and many other institutions. Scholars have received a great support from
the fellows of Ukrainian and foreign museums, archives and libraries.

Chapters on paper-cutting art pieces can be read in the third, fourth and fifth volumes. The
main stages of this kind of art development from the early 19th to the early 21st centuries are sub-
mitted in them. It is indicated that a simple technique and accessible material have contributed to
the rapid spread of this kind of art, which appears in the context of the peasant dwelling decora-
tion before the holidays. At the same time, in recent decades, the creative search of the artists has
led to the transformation of the imagery of paper-cutting art pieces: they are made increasingly
in the form of thematic decorative panels. Modern masters represent the art of Ukrainian paper
cutting art pieces at the exhibitions in Europe, Asia, America, in particular in Germany, France,
China, the USA. So, it is important that the works of Ukrainian paper-cutting artists is described
in such a thorough study.
