A brief review of the themes of some international conferences where the authoress has reported
on the musical culture of Kharkiv is submitted in the article. The range of issues considered in the
studies, that have been started under the guidance of the founder of modern Ukrainian musicology
Mykola Hordiychuk, whose centenary was celebrated by the music community last year, is evolved.
A wide array of topics is presented by the authoress in the context of the thematic polylogue of the
forums in Germany, Spain, Serbia, Romania, Finland. The reception of Ukrainian musical culture
by Western European audience is reflected.

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SUMMARY

The study of the evolution of Kharkiv music culture, coupled with the identifying of many cru-
cial factors, international creative ties that contributed to its development, attracts attention of not
only Ukrainian but also the West European audience. It is confirmed by the authoress speeches at
the international forums, in particular, at the 14th World Congress of the Musical Research Socie-
ty at the Institute of Musicology of the University of Leipzig — ‘Traditions and Prospects of Urban
Musical Culture’ (2008). 500 scientists have exchanged information on the features of musical
culture formation in European cities. By the report ‘Under the Aegis of the University: Kharkov
Music Culture in the First Half of the 19th Century’ the authoress has acquainted the audience
with the multi-year activity of Ivan Witkowski, a student of J. Haydn, and Theodor Schultz, a for-
mer accompanist of the Gewandhaus Orchestra under the baton of F. Mendelssohn-Bartholdy, at
Kharkiv University. The teachers of music classes have created a student orchestra. The repertoire
includes classical works, performed regularly in open concerts. It has intensified the artistic life of
the city significantly and become an important step on the path to professional musical education.

Participation in the 16th Pedagogical Forum of Performing Arts at the Faculty of Music of
Belgrade University of Arts (2013) within the framework of the theme ‘Sociological Aspects of
Pedagogy and Performance in Scenic Arts’ has made it possible to propose a presentation on actu-
alisation of the traditions of Kharkiv music culture. The activities of Slatin’s branch of the Music
Society (1871-1917), the artistic traditions founded in it and developed in Kharkiv and Belgrade
are in the focus of the polylogue of representatives of various scientific schools and cultures. The
sons of I. Slatin, who has emigrated to Yugoslavia after 1917, organize a popular piano trio ‘Sla-
tin’, study at a music school. The eldest son Illia has proved himself as a conductor in the opera
houses of Ljubljana, Belgrade, led the Radio orchestra, the Glinka choir. The exchange of informa-
tion on the fruitful activities of the Slatins’ family has revealed long-standing creative ties between
European countries, expanding the horizons for further development of a relevant topic.

At the opening of the 12th International Conference ‘European Culture 2013’, held at the In-
ternational University of Catalonia (Barcelona, Spain), the Director of the Institute Carlemany
d’Estudis Europeos of the Universitat Internacional de Catalunya, Professor E. Banus in the
report ‘25 years of European Culture Conferences’ has taken a retrospective look at the stages
of the fruitful way of the forum. 225 speakers from 40 countries of Europe, Asia, Western Hemi-
sphere have raised urgent problems of European identity, public space, cultural and social aspects
of European integration, cultural heritage, formation of urban culture. Speeches, sometimes of
a propaganda-journalistic nature, have been addressed to government officials as a reminder of
their responsibility for the national culture preservation. So, the academic interests of Professor
D. G. Martin (Universidad Pontificia de Salamanca, Spain) are focused on a unique symphonic
organ created by the outstanding French master A. Cavaillii-Coll and require both study and ur-
gent restoration, which did not find support of officials from the culture. In the report ‘The Role
of Culture in the Transition Period of the New Economic Policy Formation (on the Example of
Kharkiv Music Culture)’ a ‘slice’ of its historical stages determined by social and political cata-
clysms — the abolition of serfdom (1861), the revolutionary events of 1917 and the collapse of the
USSR (1991) are revealed.

The speaker has received a grant from Jean Monet to participate in the next conference ‘Eu-
ropean Culture — 2015, held at Babes-Bolyai University (Cluj-Napoca, Romania) and hosted
researchers from 20 countries. In 17 sections a wide range of topical problems has been discussed.
Their solution is aimed at the strengthening of the European Union, drawing attention to culture
as the basis of Europe. The researchers’ interests include issues of cultural policy and management
in the field of culture, European and global communication, audiovisual relations, the history of
European culture, university education in the context of intercultural interaction. The authoress
of the report ‘Interculturality as a Factor of Music Culture Formation in Kharkiv’ has emphasized
the importance of the international relations prolongation for the development of concert life and
professional music education. The names of prominent national figures and foreigners who have
contributed actively to the rise of academic musical art in Kharkiv at the beginning of the twenti-
eth century are given. Loss of regular creative contacts with Western Europe after 1917 has caused
the deprivation of the city musical diversity. Many scholars have devoted their studies in related
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fields of art to long-suffering Europe. So, in the report of A. Giiead (University of Haifa) ‘Picasso
as the Kafka of Painting’, the main features uniting the works of both maestros include: a life
made up of fragments, a picture of destruction, symbolizing disharmony, hopelessness and loss of
any hope for Europe of those years.

At the International Conference in the Institute of Musicology of the University of Leipzig, the
theme ‘Beethoven-Rezeption in Mittel- und Osteuropa’ (2014) 26 participants from the respective
regions have submitted a panoramic view of Beethoven’s heritage in the wide historical range.
H. Loos (Leipzig) in his report ‘Beethoven and the Idea of Progress’ has considered the work of
the composer as the embodiment of his own philosophical generalizations about the development
of a person’s worldview. K.-P. Koch (Bergisch Gladbach) has made an attempt to systematize
the relations of the classic with the East of Europe. The perception of Beethoven’s heritage in
Bratislava in 1833—1918 is recreated by J. Lengowd; the performances of Beethoven’s Fidelio at
the Wroclaw Opera before and after World War IT are compared by A. Volansky; difficult scenic
fate of this opera in his country — ‘Fidelio in Russia — an Endless Path to Recognition’ is described
by V. Gurevich (St. Petersburg). The reception of Beethoven’s work in Ukraine is covered by
E. Zinkevich — ‘Beethoven in the Concert Life of Kyiv (19th Century)’, L. Kyianovska (Lviv) —
«Literary Reflections on the Music of Beethoven in Ukrainian Culture of the 19th — 20th Centu-
ries’ and O. Kononova — ‘Beethoven’s Creativity in the Musical Culture of Kharkov’.

The theme of the conference ‘Art without Borders?’, organized by Helsinki University of Arts
and the Centre for Educational Research and Academic Development in the Arts (Finland, 2016)
has opened the prospects of cooperation to its participants. Important issues are raised, such as the
expansion of new knowledge and the comprehensive revelation of the potential of art: ‘An Inter-
ventional Study of the Finnish Integrated School’ (A. Annecy, S. Honey and others); the relation-
ship of art with other disciplines: ‘Crossing Territories: Developing the Basis for Interdisciplinary
Practice of Postgraduate Studies’ (E. Fieldsend-Danks); problems of improvisation, creativity and
innovation: ‘Winter of Our Discontent: Innovative Creative Practices and Overcoming Discipli-
nary Boundaries’ (L. Wong, K. Tolon); reinterpretation of the goal paradigm in the field of art:
‘Contemporary Music: a Paradigm Shift. Crossing Borders in Art’ (R. Parti, P. Turpeinen); the
use of individual and collective experience in musical education: ‘The Interaction of Individual
and Collective Expertise in the Formation and Development of the Musical Culture of Kharkov’
(O. Kononova). In the last report the effectiveness of this interaction, supported by high results of
performing schools of Ivan Kotliarevskyi Kharkiv National University of Arts, whose achievements
have long crossed the borders of Ukraine is emphasized.
