Cultural and historical premises of the emergence of jazz dance theatrical forms in the USA at
the beginning of the 20th century are revealed and systematized in the article.

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SUMMARY

Jazz dance as a phenomenon of choreographic culture has African-American roots and has been
developed just in the USA. It has passed the way from folklore ritual to social (everyday), stage
and diverse forms of the theatrical dance. At the early 20th century, in the period of the aspira-
tion for the radical renewal of the expressive means of the Romanticism and Classicism epochs,
it has become one of the new stylish trends of the choreographic art. The investigation is aimed
at the detection and systematization of cultural and historical preconditions for the emergence of
jazz dance theatrical forms in the USA in the early 20th century. The research methodology is
based on the use of culturological and art studies methods to reveal the results of the assimilation
of musical and dance culture of Africa in the New World and factors contributing to the forma-
tion of aesthetics of stage jazz dance. Scientific novelty is in the identification of a set of causes,
assisting the emergence of various forms of theatrical jazz dance in the USA at the beginning of
the 20th century. They include: 1) the absence of developed aristocratic culture, ballet tradition,
in particular, in the country till the end of the 19th century and as a result — theatres, opera and
concert halls, conservatories; 2) the well-known irreconcilable Puritan atmosphere, manifested in
the hatred to secular and ecclesiastical catholic art, in special aggressiveness to the theatre (‘the
temple of the devil’); 3) emergence of the so-called ‘underworld” with mean forms of activity and
general lack of spirituality as a result of territorial expansion to the West, South and South-West,
bordering on the Latin culture; 4) art subjection to the laws of commerce, which has tended to
vulgarity, elementariness, and not to the elegance and complexity; 5) assimilation of musical and
dance culture of African tribes in the New World; 6) the emergence of new types of music, the
so-called ‘pre-jazz era’ in the Northern New World in the 19th — at the beginning of the 20th cen-
tury. Namely: spirituals, the minstrelsy musical theatre, ragtime and blues, born of the crossing
of African folklore and American artistic traditions and connected indissolubly with various forms
of dances of improvisational nature; 7) the burst of popularity of social jazz dances of African-
American origin of improvisational nature in the 1890.
