SOCIAL INCLUSION AND EXCLUSION AS A FORM OF INTERACTION IN SOCIETY:
HEURISTIC POTENTIAL OF SOCIOLOGICAL CONCEPTS

Author defined heuristic potential of social exclusion and social inclusion sociological concepts that allows to
deepen the understanding of the social interaction and reproduction of social order mechanisms, to improve
approaches that are dominant today in the foreign and domestic literature to these phenomena in the light of
relational deprivation. Paper demonstrated that the social inclusion and exclusion sociological theory is
considered through forming non-equivalent relationships between social groups. Educed are the differences
between heuristic potential of the social inclusion and exclusion concepts, as in the latter reproduction of
social order is combined with the transformation of group relations, changes in conditions of participation,
social status of social agents and emergence of new fields, rules and institutions.
