Azmuk N. The Transformation of the Labor Market in
the Conditions of War: Challenges and Strategies for Labor
Force Renewal. — P. 171.

The national economy suffers significant losses be-
cause of the russian-Ukrainian war due to the destruction
of industrial enterprises and infrastructure facilities, da-
mage to agricultural sector, and blockade of logistics routes.
Business is trying to mitigate the negative impact and adapt
to new operating conditions, but it is difficult to minimize
the consequences of the devastating effects of war. Destruc-
tion and losses of human capital, contractions of business
activity form new and deepen the existing imbalances of
the national labor market. The purpose of the article is to
study the transformation of the national labor market under
the influence of the war, changes in supply and demand,
labor force renewal and set strategic directions for post-war
labor market reconstruction.

The article identifies and characterizes transformation
vectors of the national labor market, determines changes in
its characteristics during war, and outlines the main im-
balances. Disadvantages of the labor market in the pre-war
period were labor surplus conjuncture, labor migration,
learning and qualification gaps and unregistered employ-
ment. The digital segment of the labor market has an up-
ward trend in its development characterized by active
growth, while the IT services segment is characterized by
lack of specialists. The destructive impact of the war has
exacerbated the imbalance between supply and demand in
the labor market, led to regional disparities and revealed a
reduction in demand for getting assistance in setting up
businesses among the unemployed, making complete labor
force renewal impossible.

The analysis of labor force renewal is conducted ac-
cording to the following types of movements: natural, mi-
gratory, social, economic and digital. The expediency of
pointing out digital movement of labor force renewal is
substantiated. Natural movement is characterized by a
long-term labor force shrinking, age imbalance and aging,
which is exacerbated by the loss of human capital during
war. Migratory movement in the conditions of war takes
place along two vectors: external and internal, the first has
led to a significant labor force shrinking; the second one
has resulted in distortions in regional labor markets. In so-
cial movement, the emphasis is on the negative change in
the professional social and economic social status of the
workforce. It is determined that the war complicates eco-
nomic movement of labor force renewal. It is found out
that two vectors characterize digital movement of labor
force renewal: upward for employees who were forced to
switch to a digital form of employment and downward for
those who had already been engaged in it before war.

The strategic priorities of labor force renewal in the
post-war period are set and substantiated, in particular:
technological restoration of industry, strengthening of the
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scientific component of the economy, reforming the edu-
cational system, revitalizing the development of small and
medium-sized enterprises.

It has been
proven that the biggest changes have taken place in the
organization of the work of logistics personnel, providing
for a combination of office and remote working formats.
As a result, the organizational structures of logistics com-
panies are changing by shifting the emphasis from the per-
formance of a certain function (role) in the management
hierarchy to a set of specialized critical skills that satisfy
specific business needs and allow rapid adaptation to
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changes in supply chains. The set of competencies of lo-
gistics professionals has been determined and hypotheses
about their significance in the conditions of pandemic and
military restrictions have been formulated. The hypotheses
testing proved that at all three levels of significance (1%,
5%, 10%) there is an increase in the proportion of the fre-
quency distribution of the characteristic on the require-
ments provided by employers, in particular for work expe-
rience, foreign language skills and a range of extra-profes-
sional skills. At the same time, the role of higher education
is decreasing, which is explained by the wide range of non-
formal education programs.

It has been proven that this creates conditions for the
legalization of hidden unemployment and limits workers'
access to assistance in the mandatory state social insurance
system.

Based on the analysis of the international expe-
rience of saving jobs during the COVID-19 pandemic, ways
of improving the labor legislation are proposed to compen-
sate for the consequences of the suspension of the employ-
ment contract in the conditions of martial law.

Agriculture
accounts for an average of 16% of gross value added in
some regions and plays a key role in ensuring food security.
However, the current conditions of martial law in Ukraine
have led to problems in the organization of logistics acti-
vities of enterprises of the agro-industrial complex as a re-
sult of non-fulfillment of the terms of contracts; the emer-
gence of risks of disruption of the sowing campaign; de-
crease in final harvest indicators and the level of food se-
curity; decrease in the volume of export deliveries of agri-
cultural products; disruption of food supply chains; lack of
adequate financing and logistics infrastructure facilities; in-
sufficient effective use of marketing management tools and
a network approach in the process of distributing agricul-
tural products to the final consumer; increase in transac-
tion costs, etc.
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Therefore, the purpose of this article is to study mo-
dern challenges, threats, trends and barriers in the organi-
zation of international logistics activities of agrarian enter-
prises in the conditions of war.

The article theoretically summarizes and systematizes
conceptual approaches to determining the economic es-
sence of the concepts of “foreign economic activity” and
“international logistics”.

A statistical analysis of the main indicators of the de-
velopment of foreign economic activity of enterprises of the
agro-industrial complex of Ukraine in the pre-war period
was performed. Barriers that inhibit the effective organiza-
tion of international logistics activities of agrarian enter-
prises in wartime have been identified.

The article is devoted to the systematization of the
main directions of imbalance in the labor sphere, which
arose during the introduction of martial law, and to the
determination of the loss of labor and educational poten-
tial, human capital during the analyzed period. The main
reasons for deepening imbalances in the employment
sphere and in the system of social and labor relations are
substantiated. The description of new challenges, threats
and risks caused by the drop in employment and the in-
crease in unemployment, including hidden unemployment,
is given. The reasons for the discrepancy in estimates of the
number of refugees and internally displaced persons are
named, and a forecast estimate of the loss of jobs in various
scenarios of military actions is given.

Attention is focused on the growing crisis of the social
protection system of the population as a result of rising
costs and a significant reduction in income. The volumes
of irreversible losses of labor and educational potential dur-
ing the period of military aggression of Russia and military
events in Ukraine were determined and quantified. Loss
calculations are based on preliminary estimates of the num-
ber of dead servicemen and civilians, refugees and forced
deportees, their average life expectancy at working age
taking into account levels of economic activity, during the
period of military aggression, expert assessments of the
probability of non-return of refugees and deportees as of
May-June 2022 .

An approach to quantifying the volume of temporary
losses of labor potential is proposed, which is based on in-
formation regarding the number of internally displaced per-
sons who have lost their full-time or temporary work, the
number of those who have left the country, taking into ac-
count their employment level, the number of unemployed,
including the number of representatives of hidden unem-
ployment, and the number of lost jobs during the period of
military aggression.

Estimates of resource losses in the labor sphere make
it possible to develop the necessary stabilization programs
in the labor market and in the system of social and labor
relations, to determine and implement compensatory
mechanisms for overcoming the imbalance of the labor
sphere and ensuring its stability.

The article evaluates the intensity of competition and
the level of monopolization in the tourism market of
Ukraine. It is noted that the most important feature of the
tourist market of Ukraine is the intensity of competition —
the struggle between tourist organizations for the most fa-
vorable conditions of production and sale in order to
achieve better business results and business development.
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In such conditions, the assessment of the intensity of com-
petition and the level of monopolization of the tourism
market will allow companies to develop their pricing, pro-
duct, sales and communication policies, to shape their
strategy and tactics of behavior in the market.

It is noted that among the indicators most often used
to assess the intensity of competition in the industry: mar-
ket concentration index, Rosenbluth index (Hall-Tydman),
Herfindahl-Hirschman index and the relative concentra-
tion ratio. It is possible to assess the efficiency of a tourist
enterprise, as well as to predict the prospects of its deve-
lopment with the help of a traditional tool — market share.
It demonstrates the place of a travel company in the rele-
vant market segment among competitors.

It is proved that the information base for the analysis
of competition in the market of tourist services of Ukraine
is statistical and accounting of enterprises of various types
for which tourism is the main, statistics of the Main De-
partment of Statistics of Ukraine, State Agency for Tourism
Development of Ukraine, State Statistics Service of
Ukraine .

The rating of tour operators of Ukraine by the number
of served tourists was assessed. It is determined that the
leaders in the tourist market and the largest share in the
number of tourists served are tour operators "Join UP!",
Travel Company "Anex Tour", "TEZ Tour", "Coral Travel".

Indicators of intensity of competition in the tourist
market of Ukraine for 2018-2019 are calculated. According
to the indicators for assessing the intensity of competition
in the market, it was noted that the market is non-mono-
polized, low-concentrated (moderately concentrated) and
high-intensity competition.

The results of the assessment of the intensity of com-
petition can be used in the formation of competitive stra-
tegies of tour operators in Ukraine, in deciding on the entry
of new enterprises in the industry or on the feasibility of
continuing to operate effectively in existing firms.

The main negative factors affecting the development of
leasing companies in Ukraine are considered and high-
lighted. It was determined that Ukraine ranks only 41st in
terms of the volume of leasing agreements, although the
volume of industrial enterprises in Ukraine. It has been
proven that the economic climate, inflationary conse-
quences, war, protracted pandemic, increase in the ex-
change rate of the national currency, inefficiency of infor-
mation development of leasing companies, inconsistency
of the legislative framework, low level of support from the
state have a significant impact on the volumes and effi-
ciency of the activity of leasing companies.

The relationship between leasing volumes and indi-
vidual industries, which are the largest clients of the leasing
sector, has been established. It was determined that from
the middle of 2020, the National Bank of Ukraine will be
the regulator of the activities of domestic credit unions,

which separates leasing companies from financial interme-
diation. It has been proven that there are internal factors
restraining the development of leasing services: lack of clear
and timely submission of financial statements of leasing
companies in accordance with international standards; re-
luctance to conduct an internal audit of activities (at least
once every three years to find directions for own financial
optimization); lack of calculation of indicators of financial
status and potential; lack of a developed risk management
program; lack of a marketing strategy (developed modern
sites, holding conferences and webinars) information de-
velopment; low level of trust in credit service market regu-
lators.

Vyshnevskyi O. Smart Specializations from the Stand-
point of Leading Schools of Economic Theory. — P. 3.

Focus on smart specialization is a key element of re-
gional development strategizing in Ukraine, which, for ex-
ample, is reflected in the State Regional Development
Strategy for 2021-2027. But a comparative analysis of in-
dividual indicators of the economic development of the
EU, the USA and China shows that smart specialization
itself is not a competitive advantage on a global scale. At
the same time, the researchers note that there is a gap
between the theory and the practice of strategizing on the
basis of smart specialization. Although theoretical issues re-
lated to smart specialization are not overlooked by re-
searchers, the direct understanding of smart specialization
processes from the standpoint of specific schools of eco-
nomic theory is extremely limited. Therefore, the goal of
the study is to reduce the essence of the concept of smart
specialization from the standpoint of leading schools of eco-
nomic theory.

For the analysis, a classification was chosen, accor-
ding to which 9 schools of economic theory are distin-
guished: (1) Classical, (2) Neoclassical, (3) Marxist,
(4) Developmentalist, (5) Austrian, (6) Schumpeterian,
(7) Keynesian, (8) Institutionalist, (9) Behaviouralist.

Of the nine considered leading schools of economic
theory, almost half of the schools (Classical, Developmen-
talist, Schumpeterian, and Institutionalist) significantly in-
fluenced the formation of the essence of smart specializa-
tion. Smart specialization has been moderately influenced
by Neoclassical, Marxist and Keynesian schools. Austrian
and Behaviouralist schools are characterized by a slight in-
fluence on smart specialization.

Thus, smart specialization to a significant or moderate
degree corresponds to individual provisions of 7 out of the
9 leading schools of economic theory considered in this
study. Smart specialization synthesizes the positions of dif-
ferent schools of economic theory.

Two alternatives follow from this: either the concept
of smart specialization is a "constructive" tool for com-
bining the "best" practices of various schools of economic
theory, or it is an eclectic combination of ideas that are
fundamentally incompatible. An unambiguous solution to
this dilemma is possible on a practical level in the long
term.
