The theoretical and historical aspects of the develop-
ment of capitalism in Europe, which is dynamically devel-
oping, creates and overcomes deep socio-economic crises,
are considered. Modern capitalism has a complex structure:
a «core», «periphery» and a small middle layer of «satel-
lites». The countries of the capitalist core have «outgrown»
their economic models, while the countries of the peri-
phery have not «grown up» to the current models of the
«core». It was determined that most countries are in search
of more perfect models of production development, max-
imizing the profit of the ruling classes and elites. For this
purpose, mechanisms for accelerating scientific and tech-
nological progress, new technological systems, and relevant
institutes are used. Technical progress is accompanied by
the loss of spirituality, the destruction of values and tradi-
tions, which significantly slows down the development of
the economy and enterprises. The instability of society
arises as a result of the mismatch of social, collective
(group) and personal interests of the population, classes,
elite groups, clans, and families. Social sciences develop
under the influence of the class interests of the ruling elites.
Economic science actually lags behind economic practice.
Liberal theories, focused on the exclusion of the state from
the economy, complicate the situation of real production
and business entities.

It was determined that despite systematic crises, ca-
pitalism provides a certain level of technical progress (four
industrial revolutions, six technological systems), deepened
the social division of labor, increased the level of labor
productivity, mastered ICT, digitalization, etc. Based on
the current state of science and practice, management
models adequate to the theories of «inclusive capitalism»,
«new integral economic system», «convergence», «people's
capitalism» become promising for enterprises. Their use re-
quires deep knowledge in the field of management, plan-
ning and their carriers - initiative, persistent, responsible,
self-sufficient, constantly updating their skills, profession-
alism.

The purpose of the research is to identify the signs and
characteristic features of models of modern capitalism, the
formation of directions for their use by enterprises in the
context of ICT, digitalization of the economy.

Cherevatskyi D., Bojko O. Regression Model of Eco-
logical Backpack Ukrainian Coal. — P. 41.

The paper proposes a model of an ecological back-
pack, which corresponds to the interpretation of Friedrich
Schmidt-Blick, for Ukrainian coal at the stage of its
extraction. The environmental backpack is included in the
concept of MIpS (Material input per unit of service). It is
MIpS that has been adopted as the response function of
the "grey" cybernetic box that symbolises the national mine
fund. The factors that determine the response function are
biotic and abiotic materials, water, air, and rock exposed
to the surface. In the course of a hypothetical experiment
on a grey cybernetic box, it was found that all factors,
except for biotic materials, are statistically significant. Air
has the greatest influence on the formation of the environ-
mental backpack of the coal industry in Ukraine, followed
by water, then rock exposed to the surface, then abiotic
materials, in particular, energy resources. The corres-
ponding regression model is obtained.

Based on the substantiation of the planned mecha-
nism of harmonization of public, collective and personal
economic interests, the essence of the initiative scientific
work of the Sector of the Management Effectiveness of
Economic Research Institute of the State Plan of the
Ukrainian SSR regarding the modeling of the program-
target indicative planning of the socially-oriented economy
of the republic as part of USSR was revealed. An example
of integrated design of a comprehensive effective and flex-
ible management system of mines, coal plants, industry as
a whole in the conditions of planning and economic inde-
pendence of the Ukrainian SSR as part of the USSR is
given.

The complex of target and
specific functions of the subsystem "Management and con-
trol" has been improved, with an additional incorporated
one - the organization of: a) effective managerial control
over the expenditure of budgetary and state funds and their
rational spending; b) optimal purchase of products and
payment for the performance of works and services; c) per-
manent monitoring of the execution of instructions by of-
ficials and structures, the good quality of initiatives of offi-
cials and the level of competence of executors; d) spatial
monitoring based on the results of the analysis of the dy-
namics of indicators and indicators (based on the results of
background monitoring); e) working out, with the help of
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modeling systems, optimization of permanent management
structures in critical infrastructure; g) mastering the world's
best practices in the field of permanent management in
critical infrastructure by creating a complex of information
testing grounds for advanced technologies.

A technology is proposed to justify the volume of costs
for the creation and implementation of the project of the
National spatial system for monitoring the Effectiveness of
Management of Permanent Management in Critical Infra-
structure. Methodological provisions for the implementa-
tion of a spatial three-level complex of monitoring pro-
grams, formed and built according to the block principle
of configuration transformation, are developed.

The Nature and Peculiarities of the Internal Displacement of
the Population of Ukraine in the Russian-Ukrainian War of
2014-2022. — P. 140.

The experience of internal displacement of the po-
pulation in 2014, caused by the Russian occupation of
Donbas and the annexation of Crimea, made it possible to
shorten the time for the state institute to respond to large-
scale internal displacement in 2022. Constructive steps
regarding the conceptual, legal and strategic management
of internal displacement processes have already been taken
and regulated in the period 2014-2021. The article is de-
voted to the analysis of the situation and problems, sub-
stantiation of proposals and recommendations regarding
the regulation of the processes of internal displacement of
Ukraine in connection with the Russian-Ukrainian war in
2022.

A comparison of internal displacement in 2014 and
2022 was made. A feature of internal displacement in 2022
is its scale and mobility, which is determined by the large
number of returned internally displaced persons. Along
with the systematic loss of human potential and all kinds
of resources, there have been significant changes in the
socio-psychological state of citizens, in their conscious-
ness and evaluations of their own life and attitude to the
country, the reluctance of immigrants to return to the
occupied territories has increased, even if they have their
own housing there. After February 24, 2022, all thoughts
and motives of immigrants from the east of Ukraine be-
came similar and unidirectional — to preserve and save
Ukraine, the intensity and urgency of all cheering for per-
sonal losses in the region decreased, and the feeling of pride
in being Ukrainian increased. During the period 2014-
2022, the state policy of support for IDPs acquired the
form and content of real assistance. However, even now it
is necessary to intensify and systematize work with inter-
national donors regarding the deployment of infrastructure
projects; creation of a private-state consortium to help
IDPs on the basis of public organizations; creation and
maintenance of a unified state register of international and
national IDP aid projects; organization of recruitment of
IDPs to work in local authorities and local self-government
bodies; formation of a bank of social initiatives for the in-
clusion of IDPs in the life of the community, a bank of
cases with technologies for the implementation of social
projects, creation of social enterprises; creation of Internet
sites for dissemination of information about the possibilities

and implemented practices of integration of IDPs into
territorial communities.

Sev-
eral aspects of the economic analysis of the state of the
forest industry of Ukraine in comparison with the relevant
indicators of individual European countries are presented.
When comparing the level of forested areas, it was found
that Ukraine occupies an average position. When com-
paring the amount of wild rose from one hectare, it was
determined that Ukraine is ten times inferior to such coun-
tries as Portugal and the Czech Republic. Substantial re-
serves for a significant increase in the volume of wild rose
harvesting during the prospective period have been sub-
stantiated. Significant problems of the current development
of the forest industry were also revealed, in particular: in-
sufficient theoretical support for the development of the
forest industry, incompleteness of the processes of reform-
ing the industry, ineffectiveness of the recursive coopera-
tion of these farms and territorial communities, insufficient
investment resources, in particular those that provide deep
technological processing of raw materials. The analysis of
the pragmatics of the functioning of forestry made it pos-
sible to come to a conclusion about promising productions,
in particular, the use of wild berries in fresh form, freezing
of products, drying of berries, fruits, mushrooms, canning,
use in the confectionery and perfume industries, for me-
dicinal purposes. The scientific novelty of the study is the
development of an appropriate mechanism of cooperation
between forestry and territorial communities, which is built
on a recursive approach. The formation of this mechanism
took into account the peculiarities of the development of
communities as a result of decentralization and the direc-
tions of reforming the forest industry in the context of the
European development vector of Ukraine. Taking into ac-
count the expediency of establishing such cooperation
between these subjects, specific directions of cooperation
between them are proposed, which include the coordina-
tion of the boundaries of the accompanying territorial
areas, the audit of the volume of wild rose collection, the
development of measures to increase the volume of wild
rose collection, the assessment of the location for the pos-
sible processing of wild rose, the development of a joint
business plan for collection and processing of wild plants.
The mechanism of recursive cooperation between forestry
structures and territorial communities is substantiated, and
specific areas of cooperation between them are proposed.

Riaboshlyk V. Lowering the Discount Rate Will Speed
up the Economy without Increasing Inflation. Ukraine's
Economy is a Car Running on a Handbrake. — P. 164.

The public was misled by the National Bank that the
main tool for managing inflation is the discount rate. In
fact, the most important factor is the money supply, and
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the discount rate plays an auxiliary role in fine-tuning in-
flation relative to the level established under the influence
of the money supply.

A false exaggeration of the ability of the discount rate
to influence prices regardless of the behavior of money has
led to the fact that attempts to achieve target inflation by
raising the rate are neutralized by the more powerful action
of the money supply.

On the other hand, simultaneously with the failure to
curb inflation, side negative effects of the rate, such as
overestimation of the cost of lending to the economy, were
"successfully" achieved. At the same time, the very prin-
ciple of the NBU to keep the interest rate no lower than
inflation caused serious questions from international
experts.

At the same time, this does not mean the basic
inability of the discount rate to influence prices, but it
means that the condition for the launch of the "infla-
tionary" function of the rate is the preliminary approximate
achievement of the target inflation with the help of the
main instrument — the money supply.

And while the fluctuations of the emission and money
supply have not yet subsided, and the necessary monetary
background has not yet been created, it is quite possible to
reduce the rate without consequences for inflation. The
main thing is to overcome the stereotype of the irresponsi-
bility of reducing the interest rate and come to the revela-
tion that the discount rate does not dictate, but prepares
inflation dictated by money.

Specifically, the reduction of the rate from 25 percent
to zero is justified.

This analysis can be used to complement the Ten
Steps proposed by Yu. Svyridenko in the article "What kind
of economy are we building?" (URL: https://www.pravda.
com.ua/columns/2022/07/8/7357 131/).

It is proposed that the clause on "increasing lending
by Ukrainian banks on the basis of state guarantees” should
be expanded with the following paragraph: "Before this
measure, increase crediting by Ukrainian banks by
abandoning the erroneous version of the inflation targeting
policy adopted in Ukraine, and returning to the NBU dis-
count rate its main role of influencing the cost of commer-
cial banks' loans in such a way as to contribute not to the
decline, but to the flourishing of the economy. To do this,
move from the current discount rate of 25% to a rate close
to zero. This will help reduce the cost of loans, increase
credit resources, and increase the share of bank loans in
the sources of financing capital investments."

And this can also be considered as a publication in
continuation of the international discussion "The post-war
reform plan: is there an opportunity for a civilizational
leap?" conducted based on the materials of the above-
mentioned article by Yu. Svyridenko.

Digital transformation involves at least the implementation
of ERP- and MES-systems for forecasting stocks of raw
materials and materials, ensuring a smooth production pro-
cess, timely fulfillment of orders, carrying out inventory of
stocks; projecting the level of use of machines and equip-
ment, planning repairs and terms of technical maintenance
of equipment, optimization of supplier selection, drawing
up budgets and controlling the expenditure of material and
other resources, administration, control and monitoring of
all enterprise processes.

However, there is no con-
sensus in scientific circles on the theoretical origin of the
concept of smart specialisation. Therefore, the purpose of
the article is to analyze the influence of economic deve-
lopment theories on the formation of the theoretical basis
of the concept of smart specialisation.

It is established that the concept of smart specialisa-
tion is based on the definitions, patterns, and main factors
of economic development defined by traditional economic
schools. To form a systematized scientific knowledge about
smart specialisation, the study focuses on modern eco-
nomic theories that consider the possibilities of ensuring
the development of economies based on knowledge and
innovation.

The article analyses the provisions of the theories of
structural transformations, endogenous growth, evolu-
tionary economics, agglomerations, innovative ecosystems
and clusters, which are identified as the main ones that are
related to and substantiate the ideas of smart specialisation.
The most significant provisions of these theories from the
point of view of forming the theoretical foundations of
smart specialisation are highlighted.

Based on the results of the conceptual analysis of the
works of evolutionists, the author summarises the classes of
industries by the organisation of innovation activity, indi-
cating the peculiarities of innovation production depending
on the sectoral affiliation of the participants involved in
this process.

The author emphasizes the coherence between the
concept of smart specialisation and the theory of innova-
tion ecosystems, which, unlike the concept of innovation
systems, is more focused on creating conditions for pro-
ductive collaboration of regional stakeholders in the pro-
cess of entrepreneurial discovery.

It is concluded that the concept of smart specialisa-
tion is a product of comprehension and organic integration
of scientific views on achieving economic growth, choosing
paths, using opportunities and ensuring innovative deve-
lopment of national/regional economies.

The author's vision of the theoretical basis of the con-
cept of smart specialisation is presented, which, unlike the
existing ones, specifies the pool of economic theories with
the determination of their influence on the meaningful
components of the concept of smart specialisation and sin-
gles out the theoretical core, functional components and
axiomatic part of its basis, which theoretically substantiates
the approach of smart specialisation.

Tatsii 1., Safronska 1., Vodyanyk R. Study of Factors
that Ensure the Stability of the Enterprise During the Imple-
mentation of Innovative Strategies. — P. 119.

According to the process approach, the state of the
enterprise is determined by a certain set of values of its
parameters. The goal can be expressed by some set of qua-
litative and quantitative indicators in a time interval. Thus,
the goal is a set of desired values of the parameters of the
implementation of functions, processes and types of acti-
vities. The resulting hierarchy of goals is consistent with the
developed hierarchy of subordinate concepts of the enter-
prise's economic risk. The structural description consists in
the division of the researched object into subsystems and
elements and in the subsequent establishment of relation-
ships and relationships between them. The organizational
structure of the enterprise is a function of both the system

of goals adopted for the enterprise and environmental fac-
tors. Therefore, it is advisable to distinguish classes of fac-
tors regarding the components of the resource potential
structure of the enterprise. The information description
consists in building a system of information flows of the
enterprise, which are the basis for making management de-
cisions. Depending on the organizational structure of the
enterprise, classes of factors are distinguished by the pro-
cesses occurring in the components of the resource poten-
tial. Considering the enterprise in the form of a production
and sales system, we will distinguish classes of internal fac-
tors of organizational and managerial, production and
technological, and financial and economic potentials. A
variety of internal factors characterizes the possibility of
failure to achieve the goals of performance of functions by
the personnel of the enterprise. It is possible to single out
various factors of the system of marketing, logistics, pro-
duction, accounting and analysis, etc. Each type of internal
factors is divided into types of factors. As mentioned, any
event in the company's activity can become a risk event,
therefore, a type of risk factor, if it does not fit into the
planned course of events and has a deviant effect on the
company's activity. We emphasize that the identification of
types and subtypes of factors is the most difficult stage of
the analysis. For methodical purposes, it is expedient to
consider the functional and species branches of internal
factors. For example, the functional-specific area for the
family of internal financial factors includes inflationary,
currency, interest, deposit, tax factors, as well as debt and
profitability factors.

The reasons that in-
hibit the principle of social justice in the interaction of the
parties to social and labor relations, as well as reduce the
social protection of workers and the role of state regulation
of the labor sphere, were revealed. The impracticality and
prematurity of the liberalization of the labor legislation of
Ukraine is substantiated. The directions of approximation
of domestic labor legislation to EU standards have been
revealed and specified. The needs to overcome the imba-
lance of the rights of the employee and the employer and
to reduce the level of protection of labor rights are substan-
tiated. It is proposed to define the legal provisions that reg-
ulate the implementation of digitalization in the labor
sphere, as well as ensuring decent work. Variants of article-
by-article recommendations for overcoming discrimination
and limitations of the employee's rights in terminating the
employment contract are provided. The conclusion con-
tains the content of the round table resolution and aims at
the codification of labor legislation, its integration into EU
legislation and social protection of workers.
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
