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RULES FOR AUTHORS

1. The Kharkov Entomological Society Gazette publishes articles which are the result of
research done into all fields of general and applied entomology. Works being submitted should contain
new data, never published before.

2. The size of an article (including illustrations, tables and a list of literature) should not exceed
180 pages.

3. Manuscripts are accepted typed in the text editor of Microsoft Word 6.0 and higher (up to
Word 2000) On diskettes of the 3.5” format. Font should be Arial (Arial Cyr for Word 6.0 or 7.0), font
size — 10 pt, with a single line vertical spacing. A diskette should be accompanied by a printed copy of
an article signed by its authors. As an exception to the rules, articles of the ASCIl (DOS Text) format
are also accepted, if they are prepared in Foton, MultiEdit or Lexicon word editors which do not make
use of built-in font and paragraph formatting modification tools such as italics, bold type and the like. All
the paragraphs in an ASCII file should be stretched into one line (a paragraph should have neither
character of carriage return not that of line feed). Figures and graphs should be inserted into a text by
means of a special insert function, or presented in form of separate graphic files or database files of
standard formats. Figures should be scanned at resolution of no less than 300 points per sg. inch. As
an exception, original figures are also accepted, after which they can be sent back to their author.

4. Articles are published in the Russian, Ukrainian, and English languages.

5. When working on an article layout, one should stick to the following arrangement: the journal
heading, UDC index (on the left), authors’ initials and surnames, the title, body of an ariicie, list of
literature, authors’ affiliation (on the left) or home addresses, summary in English and iis Russian
version (for Russian or Ukrainian articles) and a Russian summary (for articles written in English). A
summary should include, besides its text, authors’ initials and surnames, the title of an arficle, and
authors’ affiliation.

6. The author(s)’ detailed address, telephone number, last, middle and first name(s) are
enclosed with an article.

7. The title of an article shouid include the Latin name of an insect and, in bracksis, the order
and family to which it belongs.

8. Only generally accepted abbreviations should be used.

9. When describing new taxa, authors should apply the International Code of Zoological
Nomenclature.

10. References to literature sources should be made as follows: C. . Meaeez=s (12
