The publication presents census results of birds of prey
conducted in 1995-2006 in the of Irpen river floodplain
(Zhitomir and Kiev regions, Ukraine). This census has
covered the whole floodplain area, 124 km long in a total.
During fieldwork there were registered: 8 pairs of Honey
Buzzard (Pernis apivorus) or 0.6 pair per 10 km; 15 pairs of Black Kite (Milvus migrans) or 1.2
pair per 10 km; 18 pairs of Montagu's Harrier (Circus pygargus) or 1.4 pair per 10 km; 24 pairs
of Marsh Harrier (Circus aeruginosus) or 1.9 pair per 10 km; 9 pairs of Goshawk (Accipiter
gentilis) or 0.7 pair per 10 km; 7 pairs of Sparrowhawk (Accipiter nisus) or 0.5 pair per 10 km;

In Ukraine, including the North Black Sea area (Odessa,
Mykolaiv, Kherson and Crimea), the Long-tailed Duck (Clan-
gula hyemalis), Common Scoter (Melanitta nigra) and Velvet
Scoter (Melanitta fusca) are considered as rare species.

The observations of these species in the region were analyzed
for the period of 100 years.

In 2000-2009 in Dnieper-Buh Lyman and marine waters ad-
Jjacent to Kinburn Spit and Berezan Island within Ochakiv dis-
trict (Mykolaiv Region) we have collected original data.

These ducks arrive in November-December, depart in April-May. Here we observed the follow-
ing concentrations: the Long-tailed Duck — up to 500 ind., Common Scoter — up to 300 ind., and
Velvet Scoter — up to 220 ind. We presume these species of ducks stayed in the place before as
well, but were not revealed due to complexity of counts. The stay of these birds is contributed by
specific feeding base, which is accessible since the area is not covered by stable ice cover.

The numbers of ducks in spring are higher than in autumn. All three species display in Novem-
ber-April. Our observations give an opportunity to consider these ducks regularly wintering
species in Ukraine.
