Barna Oleg. Cultural space as a field of formation of national and political
identities

1t is substantiated that narrowing the concept of cultural space to «linguistic and
culturaly without ensuring the presence of national cultural and informational
product in all the territory of the country has led to the rejection and hostility of
sufficiently large population groups in certain regions of Donetsk and Luhansk
regions and Crimea, where cultural information space was dominated by the
Russian product, to the Ukrainian content of that space and, as a consequence, to
the Ukrainian statehood. The Ukrainian cultural space is viewed from a political
point of view as a space belonging to the Ukrainian political nation, that is, to the
whole nation of Ukraine, and needs constant attention and protection from the side
of the state and the public. Regional identities are an important component of the
Ukrainian political nation in the face of the recognition by the population of each
region of the common civic and national values of the Ukrainian state, which
presupposes a coherent humanitarian policy.

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Barna Oleg. Cultural space as a field of formation of national and political
identities

The history of Ukraine shows that the problems of formation of the national
cultural space are actualized in connection with the understanding of their own
cultural identity in the context of exacerbation of external information and
cultural influences that threaten the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the
state. Confrontation with a powerful (and in the case of Russian culture —
aggressive) cultural influence forces one to identify its own, unique cultural
field, which will have the potential to create national identity. After all, culture
through a set of cultural norms, practices, products forms a very important,
additional, virtual and emotional plane, which is not less than a physical
territory, on the one hand — it requires protection from dangerous influences,
and on the other — it forms a protective shield for the state and nations. The
most important in this process are the complex of humanitarian policies of the
state (cultural, educational, information), and the most vulnerable are the
cultural industries (cinema, theater, television, pop music, books, computer
products, etc.) and the media.

Narrowing the notion of cultural space to «linguistic and cultural»,
especially in the rhetoric of officials and the political elite, without ensuring the
presence of national cultural and information products throughout the country,
has led to the rejection and hostility of quite large populations of certain areas
of Donetsk and Luhansk regions and Crimea, where the Russian product
dominated the cultural information space, to the Ukrainian content of that
space and, as a consequence, to the Ukrainian statehood. That is why we view
the Ukrainian cultural space from a political point of view, that is, a space
belonging to the Ukrainian political nation, that is, to the whole nation of
Ukraine, and which requires constant attention and protection of the state and
the public. Regional identities are an important component of the Ukrainian
political nation in the face of the recognition by the population of each region
of the common civic and national values of the Ukrainian state, which
presupposes a coherent humanitarian policy.

Social consolidation around a common goal, namely, the formation of the
Ukrainian political nation is an important component and factor of state
formation. Such a goal implies the presence in the cultural space of certain
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values, ideas and ideas that influence the formation of national and political
identities of citizens. The quality and integrity of the cultural space depends to
a large extent on the state humanitarian policy, which should develop the
ideology of the Ukrainian political nation and ensure its dominance in the
cultural space. Such ideology should be based on the values of democracy,
freedom of speech, equality and responsibility of all before the law, which will
allow representatives of different linguistic, cultural, denominational groups to
identify themselves as Ukrainians and as a guarantor of these values to consider
the state of Ukraine.
