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legitimate systemic political opposition, as a real potential competitor to the
pro-government parties, is one of the endogenous factors that influence the
state of democracy. However, the very existence of the opposition allows us to
make subjective judgments about its enhancement. In the absence of real
competition, the opposition may remain just an attributive institute in a semi-
authoritarian regime.

In circumstances of stability, each party may identify itself as a defender of
democracy. However, during the search for a way out of the crisis, the real
relationships between the government and the opposition, democrats and anti-
democrats reveal themselves. The latter are able to retain concealed behavior
for a long time, and only when there is a chance to reinforce authoritarian
tendencies they can take benefit from it. That is, democracy enhancement is
not a linear process as such, as the competition under low political participation
may bring to power elites with hidden undemocratic behavior that will only
mimic democratic changes.

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Ziskin Oleksandr. Theoretical and methodological basis for the analysis of the
institution of unconditional basic income as a mechanism for reforming the
welfare state

The theoretical and methodological bases of the analysis of the Institute of
unconditional basic income are investigated. It is noted that the emergence of
this institute is caused by the protracted crisis of the welfare state. Systematic
scientific approaches to understanding the nature, features of unconditional
basic income.

It has been noted that the growth of inequalities in developed countries
since the 1980s, coupled with economic losses, rising unemployment since the
start of the 2008 global financial crisis, has reinforced the perception that the
traditional welfare state is not fit for purpose. This has led to an increase in
interest in alternative social policy mechanisms. Significant scientific interest in
the unconditional basic income is explained by the author’s failures of the
functioning of the current social security system, the entry of the social state
institute into a protracted crisis. It has been stated that in recent years the topic
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of unconditional basic income has shifted from the intellectual periphery to the
center of public policy discussions.

The author emphasizes that unconditional basic income is a form of social
security in which every citizen has a statutory minimum of financial security
(corresponding to the standards of life of a particular country) that is paid by the
state or local self-government bodies in addition to any other income.

The article shows that the latest political, economic, and sociological
studies treat unconditional basic income as a tool for poverty reduction, an
alternative to the typical measures of state social policy, a form of social security,
a tool of social protection, investment in human capital and under. It is shown
that today the expert environment has already departed from the analysis of the
unconditional basic income from its simplest interpretation solely as a
guaranteed cash payment to all members of society, regardless of the level of
income, employment and other factors. The new social policy is now defined
by a number of fundamental factors that need to be addressed promptly:
material stratification, which increases with economic growth; technologies are
rapidly changing the labour market and employment structure; population
ageing; increase in life expectancy, etc.
