Construction of foreign policy identity in the area of cultural
differences

Based on the definition of cultural changes taking place in the modern world,
their influence on the construction of the foreign policy identity of the state is
revealed. The society is determined as the primary goal of such influence. Being a
political and social construct, the foreign policy identity of the state responds to
existing changes by reflecting them. Therefore, the state should establish a dialogue
with the society in order to correlate the significance of cultural differences. This
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goal is achieved on the basis of a clearly defined policy of the state and the usage of
an ideological component. In the case of maintenance of the identity of the state at
the social level, it can extrapolate its foreign policy identity in the international
arena.

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Tsyrfa Julia. Construction of foreign policy identity in the area of cultural
differences

Based on the definition of cultural changes taking place in the modern
world, their influence on the construction of the foreign policy identity of the
state is revealed. The society is determined as the primary goal of such influence.
Being a political and social construct, the foreign policy identity of the state
responds to existing changes by reflecting them.

A new round of cultural differentiation to be inherent to the modern era is
a natural reaction to the threat of ‘equalization’ existing in the period of intense
intercultural and inter-civilizational contacts. The deeper the intercultural
contacts become, the more diverse experience of the society appears, in
particular, while forming its identity which is always a basis for the formation of
the foreign policy identity of the state.

However, the sense of identification of the society with a particular state
cannot solely be considered as the result of certain cultural processes taking
place in the international arena. The contribution of different cultures to the
development of world civilization is determined by their creative potential used
for the dialogue between each other.

Therefore, the state should establish a dialogue with the society in order to
correlate the significance of cultural differences. It is extremely important that
contemporary policy implemented by public authorities could produce an
entirely new type of social identity which focuses not on one particular culture,
but on the intercultural interactions. In this case, the population would easily
support the single foreign policy and, consequently, the established foreign
policy identity of the state.

This goal is achieved on the basis of a clearly defined internal policy of the
state and the usage of an ideological component. To this end, the state may
apply several strategies. The first strategy presupposes that ethnic and regional
differences, the existing isolation of social groups within a state should be
eliminated. The peculiarity of the second strategy is the ‘destruction’ of the
ethnocultural features of the regional and local communities that form the
population. Social unity is reinforced by the creation of a single economic and
financial system, the implementation of tax and social policy, and the
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promotion of certain values and ideals of cultural life. The essence of the third
strategy is to create a common cultural and spiritual foundation of the people at
the state level. In our opinion, this version of the state development corresponds
to the multicultural perspective of a new Ukrainian society.

The multivariate correlation between local versions of identity and the
identity of the state indicates that the nationwide identity which is constructed
from up to down is differently implemented and constituted within diverse
strata and ethnocultural groups of the population. It is diversified by the
originality of local cultural complexes, worldviews and ways of self-identification.
Thus, the diversity of social and cultural status of social groups are one of the
important factors influencing specific manifestations of social identity, its
structural pluralism and, therefore, its correlation with the foreign policy
identity of the state.

Accordingly, the foreign policy identity of the state should currently be
based on two main components: the ethnic and social identity, which is based
on one or another ethnic group and its culture, and social and political identity,
which is formed through the existing internal and external political processes
and forms the category of compatriots. In the case of maintenance of the
identity of the state at the social level, it can extrapolate its foreign policy
identity in the international arena.
