means of armed struggle leads to appearance of new features of conflicts. They
are connected with shifts in ratio of contribution by different types of struggle
into overall political outcome of the war.

New realities

Today humanity faces the challenge of the hybrid warfare which demands
adequate and flexible responses as well as timely detection of new hybrid
threats to the state security. This issues requires as detailed examination of the
hybrid warfare phenomenon as possible, especially considering the fact that it
has become an effective tool of influence on the international relations.

International relations forecasts made by U.S. and NATO for the next
several decades rife with expectations of growing global instability driven by
state and private agents with the role of the latter becoming increasingly
important, especially in the view of the fact that their access to military and
information technologies as well as mass destruction weapon is growing easier
every year. Respectively, the threat of hybrid (asymmetrical) conflicts will grow
higher.

Synthesis of forms and means of armed conflicts leads to emergence of their
new features reflecting changes in the balance of contribution of different types
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of conflict into overall political success of the war. As a result, contemporary
conflicts shift from linear to nonlinear military paradigm.

In our opinion, major feature of the hybrid warfare is that such conflict takes
place in several dimensions simultaneously, including military, political,
economical, diplomatic, informational, ideological, ecological, legal, social and
cultural etc. Thus, multidimensional conflict is the essence of hybrid warfare.

This approach enables definition of hybrid warfare as a conflict of states
taking place in several different dimensions and providing for the usage of
military and non-military tools and engagement of armed forces and irregular
military forces holding open and covert (clandestine) operations.

Thus, it is advised to recognize that hybrid warfare has become an effective
tool of impact on international relations and grown in a qualitatively new level
of international geo-strategic confrontation erasing established boundaries
between states of war and peace.
