Derevianko Igor. Hierarchy and asymmetry in international relations

In the article were analyzesed the theoretical foundations of the hierarchy of
the international system, which allows us to understand the realities of modern
international relations, to understand the consequences of asymmetric
interaction and the fact that the development of international systems is
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accompanied by a consistent change in quantitative parameters (power,
resource, demographic potentials). It is proved that scientific concepts consider
the hierarchy of the system of international relations as a structural characteristic
in which states are located on a hierarchical-pyramidal principle. The hierarchy
of states as a structural dimension of the international system reflects their
actual asymmetry, which is manifested through the prism of military-political,
economic, resource, cultural opportunities to influence the system. It has been
found that relations between states of different levels of hierarchy can be
considered a classic example of asymmetric relations, while relations between
states of one level of hierarchy are generally considered symmetrical.

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Derevianko Igor. Hierarchy And Asymmetry In International Relations

In the article were analyzed the theoretical foundations of the hierarchy of
the international system, which allows us to understand the realities of modern
international relations, to understand the consequences of asymmetric interaction
and the fact that the development of international systems is accompanied by a
consistent change in quantitative parameters (power, resource, demographic
potential).

The transformations that take place in the conditions of asymmetric
development of states, information revolution and globalization together lead to
a change in the place, role and influence of the subjects in the system of
international relations. Therefore, it is important to understand the hierarchy of
states and the asymmetry that exists between them.

The study of hierarchy in international relations allows a deeper understanding
of the realities of modern world politics, to understand the consequences of
asymmetric interaction. The history of international relations is a reflection of
the balance of forces and capabilities of states in the realization of national
interests. Depending on the concentration of power and resources of the state
occupy different levels in the hierarchy of the international system.

The higher the level of government, the higher the rank in the international
hierarchy, which gives it the opportunity to exert a stronger and more diverse

influence on those weaker than themselves. Thus, one of the principles of
separation of powers is the principle of «hierarchy», on the basis of which
power relations are formed.

In addition to hierarchy, an important factor that characterizes interstate
relations is asymmetry, which is interpreted as inequality, difference, lack of
balance and harmony in the international system. The phenomenon of hierarchy
in international relations is conceptually based on two key parameters: material
inequality and factors of stable asymmetry in political relations.

Hierarchy and asymmetry are concepts that are inextricably linked and
operate in organic unity. The concept of asymmetry is an important and
necessary attribute for the characterization of hierarchical relations, but
insufficient to understand the hierarchy of the international system. Consideration
of the hierarchy of states on the basis of only the asymmetry of their material
capabilities does not allow to reveal in general the nature of hierarchical
relations.

When projecting the concept of asymmetry on the system of international
relations, it should be noted that it is not an accidental emergence and a new
phenomenon in the field of international relations. Asymmetry is an extremely
important category for understanding complex geopolitical and socio-economic
transformations that significantly affect the structure and dynamics of the
hierarchy of the international system and also reveal some of the most
symptomatic changes in the global capitalist system.

Differences and inequalities within the international system are the key to
understanding asymmetry as a rational configuration of international relations.
Asymmetry from different angles offers numerous approaches to the
interpretation of modern international relations. It is also important as a way to
create an overall symbolic model of the global world order.

Asymmetry, confirming the idea of the complex realities of international
relations, fuels the competitive dynamics between participants in the international
system and embodies political dominance. Asymmetric relations are constant in
the international system, and the contradiction between equality of law and
asymmetry of facts between states is an objective reality. Relations between
states of different levels of hierarchy can be considered a classic example of
asymmetric relations, while relations between states of one level of hierarchy
are generally considered symmetrical.
