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Emergence&evolution of hybrid warfare

The paper studies general views of foreign and national researchers on
emergence and evolution of hybrid warfare. It is demonstrated how wide
spreading of mercenarism as an essential element of hybrid warfare since first
half of the 6th century B.C. had been connected with economic reasons. It had
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always been expensive to maintain constant readiness of armies, on the other
hand, it had been much cheaper to hire mercenaries for some specific military
tasks. The paper analyzes existing definitions of hybrid warfare and experts’
views on their structure. The analysis demonstrated that their main element is
covert engagement of outside military groups and organizations to address
tasks of international conflicts. Systemized results of analysis of emergence and
evolution of hybrid warfare show that contemporary hybrid wars are not a new
phenomenon but rather a development of various forms of international
conflicts which were used before.

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Emergence&evolution of hybrid warfare

The approach to war as the phenomenon more complex than direct military
conflict is not new. It was defined in the ancient Chinese military treatise The
Art of War created by Sun Tzu in the 6th century B.C. Review of the history of
military science shows that the reason for this is the wide spreading of the
mercenarism during that historical period. It emerged through economic
reasons, as keeping armies ready on a permanent basis had always been
expensive. On the contrary, it had been much cheaper to hire mercenaries for
specific tasks of the conflict; this approach had also been widely viewed as
legal. It is only after there had been established initial systems of international
relations, far from being formal, that actions of mercenaries started to require
certain coverting (camouflaging). Thus, the principle of war fought by
mercenaries had been used since long ago. However, not only mercenaries are
used in hybrid warfare, but also rebels, guerrilla warriors etc. Analyses of
existing definitions of hybrid warfare and views on their structure by experts
shows that their main element is usage of outside armed groups and organizations
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to address the tasks of international confrontations through various distractions
accompanying military conflict. The goal is to conceal participation of one of
the parties in the conflict and prevent development of the conflict into full scale
war. Thus, historical analysis leads to conclusion that contemporary hybrid
wars, being far from an all new phenomenon, are the development of numerous
forms of international conflicts known before. They differ by complex usage of
different forms of military and non-military conflicts, significant growth of
technological capacities to perform different actions and by scale determined by
globalization of the modern world.
