Models of political use of the historical past, historical memory for the
formation of national identity are considered. The essence of the historical and
symbolic dimensions of the preconditions of power confrontation, the Russian-
Ukrainian war, the controversy of the historical narratives of Ukraine and
Russia, which determine the policy of memory, is revealed. The constitutive role
of the conflict of historical memories for the formation of national identity in the
postwar period is emphasized.

The interrelationships between the political use of the historical past,
constructs of historical narratives and the formation of national identity are
analyzed. It has been shown that the deliberate systematic falsification of the
national narrative from the outside, by another state of historical memory, leads
to a security dilemma. Conflict with such a state becomes inevitable, it is seen
as a constituent element of national identity.

It is determined that the conditions of existential threat posed by the
Russian-Ukrainian war, the conflict of historical memories sharpens, controversy
of historical narratives intensifies, national identity is actualized, which includes
the ability to mobilize the nation’s internal resources, willingness to win through
sacrifices. It is argued that long before the full-scale military invasion, the
historical and symbolic resources to falsify the Ukrainian narrative were formed
in Russia through the way of political, ideological and state coercion.

The Ukrainian interpretation of the organized violence of the Russian army
is articulated as acts of genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity, which
are subject to trial in the International Criminal Court and in the Special
International Tribunal. After Russia’s military, political and moral defeat, one
should not hope for a quick settlement of conflicts of historical memories.
