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Nekriach Anastasiia. Localism as syntethis of political, geographical and
ecological aspects of local development

Localism soon enough became a popular trend in scientific research on
politics and society from the late twentieth century until today as a concept that
can provide answers to the challenges facing humanity. An analysis of the
published literature on localism suggests three disciplines that have contributed
most to its formation: geography, ecology and political science.

As for political science, its contribution to the scientific literature on
localism is associated with the concept of New localism, which first appeared in
the USA and later in the UK. In the USA, the New localism was seen as a kind
of radical awakening in which local communities were called upon to wake up
and challenge the regulatory state. According to its representatives, being
deeply rooted in American civil society, the New localism emerged out of a
crisis in local economies and was a response to the power vacuum created by
higher levels of government. Immediate action should therefore be taken to save
communities and cities from decline by transcending the limited capacity of the
local public sector and the narrow vision of ordinary private sector investors.

The emergence and popularity of the concept of localism is largely due to
the emergence of a multi-level governance (MLG) system that sees governance
not only as multi-level, but also as polycentric with many actors. Within the
framework of MLG, what is important for understanding localism is to consider
it in terms of power at different spatial levels of organisation and governance.
In this context, three models of interaction can be distinguished: top-down;
bottom-up and collaborative. They are reflected in P. Hildreth’s famous
typology, which identifies three variants of political localism: conditional
localism, where central government devolves power to local authorities on
condition that they agree to support national policy goals or implement certain
performance standards; representative localism — devolution of powers to
democratically elected local authorities in accordance with the principle of self-
government enshrined in the European Charter of Local Self-Government;
communal localism — localism in the form of the local government. The first
ideal type represents top-down localism, the second represents cooperation and
the third represents bottom-up localism.
