The article attempts to identify and analyze the key, from the author s point
of view, controversies in the Ukrainian and Russian narratives of the victory in
the Second World War, which determine the state and prospects of the politics
of memory.

The military, political, and moral victory of Ukraine in the Russo-Ukrainian
war will confirm the stability of the identity of the Ukrainian project of the
future related to European and Euro-Atlantic integration. After the victory,
Ukraine will become much more united and will rewrite its future, which until
recently was associated with the good neighborliness of Russia. Even after the
events of 2014, related to the occupation of Crimea and the start of hostilities in
the east of the country, a full-scale invasion of Russia was not foreseen.

Russia, not having its own project for the future, destroyed its future
physically with the war. The terrorist state, through the efforts of its political
elite, continues to seek legitimization in the imperial and Soviet-communist
past, zombifying its citizens as carriers (pobedobesie).

Russia’s memory policy represents a tightly held mechanical conglomerate
of regulated social practices and norms established by the state, and related to
the regulation of collective ideas about history with an emphasis on some, as, in
particular, embodied in the official narrative about the Victory in the Great
Patriotic War (legislatively withdrawn from the public space the term: “Second
World War”), as well as by default and marginalization of others. It is legally
forbidden to compare and draw parallels along the Stalin-Hitler line, to deny the
victory over fascism and Nazism by the Russian people alone.

The Ukrainian narrative of victory in the Second World War is not only an
institutionalized vision of history and historical memory of the people, but also
an important tool for the formation of Ukrainian identity on the basis of
humanistic European values.
