The impact of a new type of hybrid warfare on
changes in basic functions of the state information policy of Ukraine

The article reveals the essence of modern hybrid warfare in Ukraine. Based
on the research of leading Ukrainian and foreign scientists derives the key
definitions, genesis and characteristics of the term. The obtained data make it
possible to form a broad understanding of the hybrid war of a new type
unfolding in Ukraine and to determine its impact on the change of the main
functions of the state information policy during wartime.

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Vorotynskyy Vadym. The impact of a new type of hybrid warfare on
changes in basic functions of the state information policy of Ukraine

The beginning of Russia’s war against Ukraine in 2014 caused the interest
of scientists to study the nature of hybrid warfare, namely its use by states and
not regular actors to achieve their political and military goals. NATO reacted
to the change in the nature of the armed conflict. The governments of the
United States, Great Britain, Australia, France, and Germany, as well as
NATO and the European Union, began to use the concept of hybrid warfare as
the basis of a new policy of global cooperation. At the same time, the Russian
full-scale invasion in February 2022 changed the meaning of the term “hybrid
warfare” for the second time. The events in Ukraine in 2022-2023 were
recognized as a new type of war (total, global, hybrid), which goes far beyond
the borders of Ukraine and has a global nature. This challenged world and
Uranian scientists of various disciplines to study a new phenomenon since
understanding the nature of war determines the effectiveness of
countermeasures.

The key features of hybrid warfare are a wider set of tools and methods; new
methods of defeat; a new way of synchronizing actions; attraction to ambiguity
and creativity to reduce detection and complicate response; and untimely
reactions of the attacked party. The active phase of the hybrid war, being a
dominant factor, flows into all spheres of social life and gives rise to the
emergence of new state functions. The state information policy is changing its
key objectives and functions, adapting to an aggressive hybrid environment.
The service turns into an active tool of defense, resistance, and attack. In
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peacetime, the main functions of the state information policy by experts are
integrative, communicative, actualization, and social. During Russia’s war
against Ukraine, the main functions become: protective (defensive), contractive,
integrative, communicative, and social.
