Bevza Bogdan. Social representations in the constructivist approach to

The role of social representations in the process of constructing national
identity as a component of the transformation of social reality, as well as in the
constructivist approach to the interpretation of national identity, is defined. The
history of the emergence and establishment of the concept of social
representationsin the scientific discourse is analyzed, approaches to the
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definition of the concept of social representation and its distinction from the
concept of “mental representation” are considered. The process of constructing
social representations by recontextualizing social practices is described. The
process of constructing social representations isidentified as one of the strategic
directions of national identity research.

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Bevza Bogdan. Social representations in the constructivist approach to
the interpretation of national identity

The constructivist and essentialist approach to the interpretation of national
identity is described. Considered the concept of “discourse” and ways of its
manifestation in social reality. Discourse appears as part of social activity, in the
constitution of identities, as well as in social representations.

The role of social representations in the process of constructing national
identity as a component of the transformation of social reality, as well as in the
constructivist approach to the interpretation of national identity, is defined. The
history of the emergence and establishment of the concept of “social
representations” in the scientific discourse is analyzed, approaches to the
definition of the concept of “social representation” and its distinction from the
concept of “mental representation” are considered. The concept of “contextual
models”, the process of constructing social representations by recontextualizing
social practices is described. The process of constructing social representations
is identified as one of the strategic directions of national identity research today.
