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Vitman Kostantyn. The Interrelation of Political Regime and
Ethnopolitics: the Case of Kazakhstan

The relevance of the issue is due to the fact that the number of people living
in non-democratic political regimes is growing every year. The relationship
between the political regime and ethnopolitics is obvious, but not sufficiently
covered in the case of individual states. The purpose of the study is to examine
the nature of the relationship between political regime and ethnopolitics on the
example of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The methodology is based on empirical,
comparative, legal analysis, as well as systemic, system-functional methods. |

Analyzing the peculiarities of Kazakhstan's ethnopolitics, the author
determined that it was undemocratic, since it was formed by the authoritarian
regime of the first president, but effective, since it allowed to maintain
ethnopolitical stability and prevent conflicts by balancing the claims of different
ethnic communities to dominance in the state. More than 15 years have passed
since then, and this post-Soviet state has undergone significant transformations
in terms of the political and legal system in general and individual policies in
particular. At the same time, the entire Central Asian region remains in the non-
democratic (authoritarian) paradigm of political and legal development with
little progress towards democratization.

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Vitman Kostantyn. The Interrelation of Political Regime and
Ethnopolitics: the Case of Kazakhstan

The relevance of the issue is due to the fact that the number of people living
in non-democratic political regimes is growing every year. The relationship
between the political regime and ethnopolitics is obvious, but not sufficiently
covered in the case of individual states. The purpose of the study is to examine
the nature of the relationship between political regime and ethnopolitics on the
example of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The methodology is based on empirical,
comparative, legal analysis, as well as systemic, system-functional methods.

Analyzing the peculiarities of Kazakhstan’s ethnopolitics, the author
determined that it was undemocratic, since it was formed by the authoritarian
regime of the first president, but effective, since it allowed to maintain
ethnopolitical stability and prevent conflicts by balancing the claims of different
ethnic communities to dominance in the state. More than 15 years have passed
since then, and this post-Soviet state has undergone significant transformations
in terms of the political and legal system in general and individual policies in
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particular. At the same time, the entire Central Asian region remains in the non-
democratic (authoritarian) paradigm of political and legal development with
little progress towards democratization.

Using the case of the post-Soviet Central Asian Republic of Kazakhstan as
an example, the author traces the bipolar relationship between the political
regime — both the state itself and its geopolitical environment (authoritarian and/
or democratic) — and ethnopolitics. It is found that the ethnopolitical sphere of
a particular state is influenced not only by its political regime (the authoritarian
regime of Kazakhstan does not exist in isolation), but is also influenced by the
political regimes of geopolitical leaders (autocratic centers of China and
Russia). Kazakhstan finds itself in a unique, advantageous geopolitical situation,
since the multipolar nature of external influence allows it to balance the most
destructive manifestations of this influence from each of the autocratic centers
of influence. The Russian Federation is doing its best to keep Kazakhstan in its
ethnopolitical orbit.

Kazakhstan’s ethnopolitics has not been democratic: Russians have been
discriminated against, forced to assimilate, learn the Kazakh language or
migrate. However, these are fairly typical methods of adjusting the ethnic
composition of the population for the purpose of monoethnicization for
authoritarian political regimes.
