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Tarasyuk Volodymyr. The crisis of democracy: current challenges and
threats

In the second decade of the 21st century, democracy faced unprecedented
challenges that questioned its resilience and adaptability. The global financial
crisis of 2008, the rise of populism, technological breakthroughs, the COVID-
19 pandemic, and the Russian-Ukrainian war have all significantly impacted
democratic institutions and processes around the world. The Economist
Intelligence Unit’s Democracy Index recorded the thirteenth consecutive year of
global democratic decline, indicating this crisis’s systemic nature.

The study focuses on a comprehensive analysis of the current challenges to
democracy, considering the interaction of global trends and local responses. It
examines how hybrid threats, technological innovations, and geopolitical
changes transform democratic practices and institutions. Particular attention is
paid to Ukraine’s experience. This country is at the forefront of the struggle for
democratic values in the face of external aggression and internal challenges.

This analysis is based on the following key questions: 1) How do hybrid
threats, including disinformation and cyberattacks, affect the functioning of
democratic institutions? 2) What role do technological innovations, such as
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artificial intelligence and social media, play in transforming democratic
processes? 3) How do local democratic practices adapt to global challenges, and
what lessons can be learned from the experience of countries facing extreme
threats to democracy? 4) What strategies can be effective for developing
«resilient democracy» in the face of global instability?

Our study hypothesizes that an effective response to the current crisis of
democracy requires the development of a new paradigm of «resilient democracy»
that combines institutional flexibility, technological adaptability, and active civil
society.
