Timashova Victoria. Methodology of conceptual interpretation of the scope
of political life as a cognitive phenomenon

The need to consider the theoretical and methodological study tools political
sphere Ukraine is due to several reasons, which are determined by the state of civil
society in Ukraine, manifested in the active involvement of citizens in political
activity, increased activity of political forces and processes of institutionalization,
political awareness and political culture, the rapid development of technical com-
munications and media, prompting the search for new ways of understanding these
factors in the political sphere.

In the article the methodological arsenal political and sociological methods,
namely structural and functional (T. Parsons, 1977), historical and logic (I. Varzar,
1988), synergy (H. Haken, 70 years of the twentieth century.) political and prog-
nostic (O. Panarin, 2000).

According to Parsons, any socio-political, economic, cultural phenomenon can be
described as a system of social action (in this case — a political sphere of public life).
Such a system can always divide into parts or smaller subsystems. If this division to
continue long enough, then eventually you can get what is called an elementary
action, that is, the smallest unit of a system that makes sense within a particular sys-
tem action. This unit appears part of the elements of action. The full form of unit
includes a number of specific elements, such as a specific goal, specific conditions
specific means one or more rules that govern the choice of means to an end. In our
opinion, in line with this theory, the smallest unit of the system of political aspects of
society, which is accentuated by T. Parsons, is political relationships that have a pur-
pose and the means to achieve goals, and occur or be realized in a specific context.

L. Semashko in sphere approach, of course, opposed to systematic method
T. Parsons. The main conclusion of his sphere concept — a system of dialectical con-
tradictions fields are eternal source of self-movement of any society, the social sys-
tem of individual, family, society, country, humanity as a whole.

In the basement oh historical and logical method conceptually formulated
Ukrainian scientist, academician 1. Varzar in the 80s of last century, such principles
laid item. When it comes to the principles of the cornerstones of any socio-political
phenomenon (political sphere), you need to answer three questions: 1) how to built
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this phenomenon (the ordinance); 2) what is the internal mechanism of self-studied
phenomenon; 3) what is the system of relationships studied phenomenon with other
phenomena and processes of the environment.

Note factors that allow applying conceptual synergy potential political sphere:
1) significant organizational potential political sphere, which allows most (com-
pared to other areas), to realize the objectives of the function, because the basis of
the political process laid phenomenon political sphere — power; 2) under the influ-
ence of various external and internal incentive that provoke changes in the political
sphere in time, it is open (mostly) and dynamic; 3) the political sphere is a nonlin-
ear system is such that a stable and unstable stationary states. This phenomenon cre-
ates complex and diverse behavior that does not fit into a single theoretical frame-
work and perhaps unpredictable at specific times

Panarin defines the basic methodological presumption global political prediction
arising from the operation of political vision synergistic areas: 1) the principle of
uncertainty of the future, which corresponds to the new post-modern scientific pic-
ture of the world; 2) the notion of bifurcation — split the flow of various processes
(ways of selecting a plurality of the process) that reached a certain critical value;
3) the principle of discrete space-time, which means that at the bifurcation points
formed preconditions of new conditions that give qualitatively different future.

Thus, the vision of the political aspects of life in terms of synergy deepening and
futures research methodology. Straight line extrapolation of certain partial short-
term trends, which were built mostly forecasts and projects of political and social
transformation, giving way to costructive models is seen as the future of the entire
volume of opportunities and present — as intense and crucial choice.
