Reintegration of Chernivtsi region to union political and le-
gal space (1944-1945)

The author implies that the implementation of the occupational policy of Romania
in Chernivtsi region in 1941-1944 led to formation and spreading of pro-Soviet sen-
timent among a significant part of local Ukrainian population and the deployment of
partisan struggle. The main focus is on the resumption process of local party and gov-
ernment bodies. Repressive and punitive deportation-resettlement instruments of Stal-
inist totalitarian regime played an important role in the policy of accelerated reinte-
gration of Chernivtsi region.

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Dokash Oksana. Reintegration of Chernivtsi region to union political and
legal space (1944-1945)

The use of historical and political science approach to the study helps to resolve
the questions posed earlier about the institutional and procedural ensuring the restora-
tion of the Stalinist totalitarian regime as the foundation of the Soviet political system
in the former Northern Bukovina. During the 1940-1941 its specific nature smoothed
over during the so-called «Sovietization» policy by means and methods of political
pressure, censorship, repression, transformation into a typical region of Ukrainian SSR.
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The article is an attempt of political science analysis of restoration policy of the
basic institutions of the Soviet political system during the liberation of Chernivtsi region
from Romanian occupation and strengthening of the Stalinist totalitarian regime.

Reluctantly agreeing in summer of 1940 to evacuate its troops, and in fact, on in-
clusion of Northern Bukovina to the Soviet Union, the ruling circles of Romania sought
to return this land in any possible way, even armed, having entered into an alliance
with Nazi Germany. At the end of June - July 1941 Romania reoccupied the territories
of Bukovina and till October Transnistria region: it is almost 10% of Ukrainian territory
with a population of 3.5 million of people. In particular, Chernivtsi, Khotyn and
Storozhynets and some northern areas of Moldavian SSR centered in Chernivtsi were
included into Romanian governorship «Bukovinay.

Setting of the Romanian authorities in Bessarabia and Northern Bukovina was re-
garded by official Bucharest as restoration of historical justice that is the inclusion of
these two provinces to the Old Kingdom was a real step of I. Antonescu’s government
to revive the «Great Romania». Occupation policy was implemented by the methods
of Romanization, colonization, «ethnic purification». Romanian administration in the
memory of Ukrainian people has remained as a purely criminal which carried out the
massacre of civilians, ruthlessly exploited and robbed them.

Such policy had led to the formation and spreading of pro-Soviet moods among a
significant part of local Ukrainian population and deployment of partisan warfare. In
Chernivtsi region guerrilla groups named «Soviet Bukovinay, «Stalinetsy, «For Soviet
Bukovina» and others were organized and operated. However, in no way, one cannot
assert about the dominance of pro-Soviet sentiment throughout the Romanian gover-
norship «Bucovina». And Ukrainian nationalist underground struggle against the Ro-
manian occupational authorities requires a separate study.

Policy of the quickest elimination of regional peculiarities in social, political and
spiritual spheres, economy, ethno-social structure of the population and accompanied
by repression and administration, which had to ensure the desired result, which would
have testified to the efficiency of the Stalinist totalitarian regime in the complex mili-
tary-political circumstances.

Another area of restoration of basic political institutions and practices of Stalinist
totalitarianism was the deployment of a powerful advocacy pressure on the local pop-
ulation of the province. We should also point out the activities of the totalitarian regime
aiming at formation of the local population paramilitary forces to combat the OUN -
UPA or, in a broader context, armed loyal social base of support.

During the liberation of the region from the Romanian occupation the basic insti-
tutions of the Soviet political system restored at a rapid pace. Party bodies became po-
litical centers where the real power levers concentrated. One of the priorities of their
activity was the involvement of local people to the restored, according to the model of
so-called first «Sovietizationy» of 1940-1941, political practices of quasi activity of the
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Stalinist totalitarian regime. Repressive and punitive bodies that extensively used puni-
tive and deportation-resettlement instruments played significant role in the course of
the accelerated reintegration of Chernivtsi region.

The author implies that the implementation of the occupation policy of Romania
in Chernivtsi region of 1941-1944 led to the formation and spreading of pro-Soviet
sentiment among a significant part of the local Ukrainian population. The main focus
is on the process of restoring of local party and government structures.
