point judges to the President of Ukraine.

However, removing judicial power from political influence of the Verkhovna
Rada of Ukraine, and reserving the authority to appoint judges only to the President
of Ukraine in itself cannot serve as a guarantee of depoliticization of judicial power
— due to the political nature of the presidency in Ukraine, which was most evident
during the presidency of Viktor Yushchenko and Viktor Yanukovych. In democratic
states the president as the head of the state and the spokesman of national interests,
should be a politically neutral figure standing outside the political struggle. Even in
case of belonging to any political party, he should not only defend its position, show-
ing commitment to certain political forces, but is called to be a mediator between
them, to ensure the balanced functioning of the supreme bodies of state power at a
different party-political composition.

Skryl Sergij. Anti-corruption policy and lustration as factors of transfor-
mation the political systems in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe

The post-communist period in the end of the twentieth century in Central and
Eastern Europe is associated with the search of models of formation and development
of democratic society. One of the key aspects of an effective system building of public
authorities towards the democratization is overcoming of the corruption. Another im-
portant factor for the renewal of political systems in a given region became the lustra-
tion; it is the procedure of «the force cleaning out of the communist past».

Relevance of the research, referred in the article, is to identify the trends and pat-
terns of anti-corruption and lustration policies in implementing of the democratic re-
forms in the former Soviet Union space, and also in identification of the problems
which objectively arise in conditions of radical or evolutional transformation of the
political system.

Political science has formulated certain patterns of political systems develop-
ments, including the reasonable interconnection between the economic factors, the
level of democratization of the society and the depth of corruption in the public insti-
tutions. Some political axioms can be formulated such way:

- Low level of economic development of the society is a prerequisite of the au-
thoritarian / totalitarian political regime;

- High level of authoritarianism (political / socio-psychological) creates a «deep
corruption» (political, administrative, household) in the public relations;

- Overcoming of the corruption provides a set of conditions and actions i.e. of
the factors of both objective and subjective character. Factors of an objective character
(de-corruption conditions) are: economic growth, improving of standard of living, ac-
tivation of the civil society, the formation of a strong middle class. Subjective factors
have regulatory and institutional nature and include the enacting of the appropriate
anti-corruption laws (which requires the political will) and also creating of the neces-
sary institutions for fighting against corruption.

Analyzing the specificity and structure of corruption in the states of Central and
Eastern Europe, there should be distinguished the three levels, these are the political
corruption («state capture functionsy), administrative and household. Thus, the World
Bank experts gave the following definition of the political and administrative corrup-
tion: “The state capture can be considered as the actions of some individuals, groups
or companies in both the public and private sectors with the aim of influence on the
formation of laws, regulations, decrees and other instruments of state policy to ensure
certain advantages for themselves in a result of illegal and non-transparent provision
of private benefits of the civil servants. The administrative corruption refers to the pur-
pose carrying of distortion in the process of making the prescribed implementation of
the existing laws, rules and regulations in order to provide the advantages for the both
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state and non-state «actors” as a result of illegal and non-transparent provision of the
private benefits to the public officials»[2, c. 23-24]. Common corruption should be
considered as the illegal acts of persons providing administrative services to the public
at the level of consumer relationship.

Despite that the democratic changes in Central and Eastern Europe countries
began in the early 90s of the twentieth century, the certain anti-corruption steps have
been taken about 10-15 years later.

Regarding the lustration procedures in the countries of Central and Eastern Eu-
rope, they started immediately in the early 1990s. Among the types of lustration there
should be isolated the public, the economic and the political types. It should be noted
that the greatest effect made the lustration in the Baltic republics. In other countries of
the region (in the Visegrad Four countries and Bulgaria) the lustration processes had
been implementing with the significant difficulties.

Anti-corruption policy and lustration process in the states of the Central and East-
ern Europe shows that the transformation of the political system has some dependence
from their successful implementing, but the democratization should be seen as a com-
plex of measures, including those with constitutional and economic nature.
