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ganization. Such strategy proved to be effective and the party demonstrated high
electoral popularity, being represented in federal and several land parliaments. It
is highlighted that the party, typically for the far right in any country, could not
maintain this success and very soon became a victim of internal conflicts. The
membership rates dropped, the financial situation worsened and the party lost all
representation it had in political institutions.

Decrease of popularity of The National Democratic Party of Germany marked
the end of second stage of far right development in Germany. In the 1970-80s, the
party demonstrated very low electoral results and had numerous internal problems.
Such period lasted until mid-80s when the party regained its popularity and the
third stage of far right development has begun. Its main peculiarity and difference
from the previous two laid in emergence of real competition among the parties of
this group. At first, two other parties — The German People’s Union and The Re-
publicans — have been created and, much later, in 2013 — the most popular con-
temporary far right political party in Germany — The Alternative for Germany —
has emerged.

Additionally, much attention is given to the electoral results and ideology of
The National Democratic Party of Germany. The number of gained votes both on
federal and regional level is summarized in a table and analyzed in detail. Devel-
opment of ideas and principles of the party is presented through broad discussion
of party documents, published and made public in different years. In particular,
the most recent program, titled “Work. Family. Motherland” is focused on the im-
migration issue and multiculturalism, proposed reforms in economy and social
policy, foreign affairs and EU relations.

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Herbut Nadiia. Gender equality in the context of representative democracy

The article analyzes the representative democracy in the aspect of women inter-
ests representation in parliaments. Representative democracy has effective mechanisms
for ensure of the representation of interests of different social groups in the parliaments.
However, there are different points of view of what interests (common, individual or
group interests) should be the basis of political representation.

It is shown that the interests of women can be represented in parliament if the
political system implements the concept of representation of group interests.

The article gives a detailed analysis of women's interests in the context of political
representation. Women belong to different social groups, and this gives rise to different
individual interests. The life experiences of women of different social groups can be
very different. Can a rich woman to represent the interests of the poor women? Such
questions call into question the possibility of some women to realize fully the problems
of others. However, women have common interests associated with the gender division
of labor and other gender differences.
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Women have individual and group interests at the same time. This contradiction
leads to search for the concept of political representation, which allows women to act
in their own interests. It was found that women with different individual interests may
share common interests. In this case, women can be regarded as homogeneous social
group.

One of the key issues of this group is able to take political decisions in its own
interests. This issue is related to the problem of removing barriers that prevent women
to be proportionally represented in the national parliaments. Despite the fact that
women constitute half of the society, their common social group is marginal. Interests
of men known to the public, at the same time, group and individual interests of women
have no political weight. While some groups are privileged and others marginalized,
requirements to share only universal interests will only lead to an increase in domi-
nance of privileged groups. Therefore, those groups that are in a state of marginaliza-
tion should be given special rights. Gender quotas are an effective mechanism to ensure
parity of representation of women and men in parliament.

Analysis of the gender policy in Ukraine showed that the electoral law does not
contain any gender discriminatory provisions. At the same time it found that the pro-
portion of women in the Ukrainian parliament is 11.85%. One reason for this low level
of representation is to hold parliamentary elections without the use of gender quotas.
Large gender asymmetry in the Ukrainian parliament is not caused by the lack of
women's legal rights but the lack of gender equality mechanisms.
