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The uncertainty of political responsibility is largely due to such influential so-
cial groups as political and state-management elites. Indeed, from the data of social
groups and the introduction of high-quality state policy depends on political actors
or leaders of the political representation of the community. But from this, the country
must know its anti-heroes by name and obliged, for the development of a successful
and prosperous democratic society, to give them an appropriate moral and ethical
assessment, starting with not information clones, but from political directors.

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Voichuk Alina. The features of the institute of presidency in the post-Soviet
presidential republics

The institution of presidency is seen as an integral element of the political sys-
tems of most countries in the world. The president is a person who formally occupies
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a higher place in the system of state institutions and executes the supreme represen-
tation of the state both inside and on the international arena. His role in the state
mechanism is quite significant. For the post-Soviet presidential republics, the prob-
lem of the institution of presidency is of great importance for the establishment of
statehood on a democratic basis.

Presidential republic is in so the post-Soviet republics - Kazakhstan, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan. The institute of presidency in the post-Soviet presidential
republics has own characteristics. But these states have authoritarian tendencies in
the functioning of the institution of presidency.

It is expedient to systematize the powers of the president in post-Soviet presi-
dential republics in accordance with the main spheres of state activity - executive,
legislative, judicial and foreign policy.

The president in the post-Soviet presidential republics is the head of state and
the head of the executive authorities. It occupies a central place in the system of
state authorities. The peculiarity of the institution of presidency in these states is the
strengthening of the powers of the head of state due to the weakening of all other
state’s institutions.

The constitutional powers of the presidents in the area of executive power in-
clude the right to form a government and manage it (sometimes through the prime
minister), participate in government meetings, and create central and local executive
bodies.

In the legislative area, the powers of the heads of state in the post-Soviet pres-
idential republics are quite broad. The constitutional powers of the presidents in the
area of legislative power include the right of a legislative initiative, the right of veto,
the right to dissolve the parliament. Also, the head of state in the post-Soviet presi-
dential republics has other rights: appoint regular and extraordinary elections to the
parliament; convene parliament for regular and extraordinary sessions; to address
the people and parliament with annual and extraordinary statements on the state of
affairs of country, basic areas of nation and foreign policy of the state; to designate
a referendum on changes to the constitution; issue decrees, ordinances binding on
the entire territory.

In the area of judicial power, presidents have the right to pardon, mitigate and
abolish criminal penalties imposed by the court. Also the constitutional powers of
presidents in the area of judicial power include the right to appoint judges or to par-
ticipate in the procedure for such appointments. Appropriate appointments in the
post-Soviet presidential republics are carried out at the suggestion of a special body.
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In the area of foreign policy, presidents have the right to accredit and receive
diplomatic representatives. The heads of state conduct negotiations and sign inter-
national treaties. But in practice, the head of state often delegates this right to the
head of government or the minister.

Speaking about the powers of the presidents in the post-Soviet presidential re-
publics in the area of defense, it should be noted that all of them, in their status, are
commander-in-chief of the armed forces. Presidents also have the right to declare a
state of emergency and martial law.

Consequently, the president in the post-Soviet presidential republics is the head
of state and the head of the executive authority. It occupies a central place in the
system of state authorities. The peculiarity of the institution of presidency in these
states is the strengthening of the powers of the head of state due to the weakening
of all other state institutions. Therefore, there is an increase in authoritarian tenden-
cies in the functioning of the institution of presidency.
