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The process of re-election of Vladimir Putin was preceded by: a) renewal
composition of election commissions; b) introduction to the election legislation
the restrictions of passive voting rights that prevent the participation the opposition
candidates; c) registration of controlled candidates with alternative political
platforms, d) financial support for quasi-public associations.

The agitation campaign was conducted under the absolute dominance the
«heads of state» in the information space, involving electoral campaign of state
institutions and local self-government. An important feature of the presidential
«elections» was the reanimation of the Cold War complexes.

The results of the presidential «elections» indicate a full control of the state over
the main political actors and the population. It should be assumed that in the
period from 2018 to 2024 the «head of state»: a) make attempts to increase the
controllability of the political space by replacing party leaders on the left and right
flanks; b) strengthen conflict with the democratic countries of the West Europe and
the United States as a opposed to Russia «civilization»; ¢) will continue selection
of political «elites».

The effectiveness of Putin’s strategy of transferring state power to the «successor»
in 2024 largely will depend on his ability to retain control over «elites». At the same
time the growth of social and economic tension in the Russian society, the
resuscitation of the Cold War complexes in the conditions of the aspiration of the
«elites» to transform conditional ownership into a private one, encourage the
appearance of other scenarios.

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Krutij Vadym. Power changes in the Russian Federation in the context of the
hybrid war

One of the most important features of the political system of modern Russia is
the deep combination of its imperial essence and super-presidential form of
government. At the beginning of the XXI century the imperial essence of Russia,
denying the democratic achievements of the 1990s, has become a dominant factor
in its positioning at the regional and global levels. Russia has returned to the
traditional (imperial) algorithm of organization of internal political processes and
participation in international affairs, which in general was in line with public
demands and sentiments of political elites. Such transformations are directly
associated with the personality of V.Putin.

In the institutional dimension, the Russian political system undergone the
following transformations. First of all, there was a radical strengthening of the
military organization of the Russian Federation, the core of which are the millions
of armed forces in Russia, having nuclear weapons. There was a reform of federal
relations, the basis of which determines the replacement of «formal federalism» of
the RF subjects to «factual Unitarianism». The new configuration has become the
highest political elite of the Russian Federation, in the structure of which the
dominant role was played by the «group of security forces». Significantly narrowed,
the political elites of the local elites have actually been undermined. Since 2000, the
legislature may include not only «governors», but «representatives» of federal units,
whose list is formed in agreement with the head of state. Russia returned to the
«hegemonic» party system, in which the role of the party leader was assigned to the
United Russia party, which includes the highest political leaders of the Russian
Federation. State control over the media has been established, a powerful Kremlin
«information segment» has been formed. With significant financial support, power-
oriented media have become active leaders of the Kremlin’s propaganda inside and
outside the country. Under the decisive participation of the media (primarily
television), the cult of President V. Putin has become a dominant feature of the
spiritual and cultural life of the Russian Federation. The policy of discrediting
«color» revolutions in the states where they took place has become of paramount
importance in Putin’s Russia. «Colored» revolutions are attributed to their artificial
character and an indispensable «American trace» in the organization and use of
post-revolutionary situations. On this basis, it is necessary to create a preventive
mechanism for preventing «color» revolutions.

The combination of the above-mentioned changes in the ruling system of the
Russian Federation should be regarded as a «starting point» of the Kremlin’s
practical strategies aimed at achieving global revenge: the revival of Russia as a
«great» nation of global significance, the return of the geopolitical capabilities of
the Soviet period (the restoration of the zones of Russian domination over countries
and peoples) , denial of the norms of international law as recognized regulators of
international relations, neglect of regional and global security structures, the
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destruction of the unity of the western world on the basis of contrasting European
and American interests.
