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Mokliak Sergii. Offset policy of India when importing weapons and military
equipment

In the context of prolonged armed aggression against Ukraine, when the key
task of the state is a significant increase in the combat capability of the Armed
Forces and other security structures, issues of the formation and implementation
of the policy of military-technical cooperation (MTC) are of particular
importance.

Reorientation of markets and internal re-equipment should become its main
priorities in the medium-term perspective, the achievement of which involves
increasing the efficiency of state regulation of the industry, ensuring an adequate
level of financing of appropriate measures and coordinating actions on international
arms markets. Thus, the reformatting of the MTC vector with foreign states should
be carried out in compliance with the international obligations of Ukraine in the
conditions of priority of its national interests.

Effective use of Ukraine’s defense potential, a balanced MTC policy, and
effective financial security instruments for the security and defense sector should
become priority areas for structural reforms in the defense sector.

So, there is a need for Ukraine to apply such practice in the MTC with foreign
states when importing armaments and military equipment (AME), which will
significantly reduce the burden on the budget and economy of Ukraine as a whole.

The advantageous alternative is to provide Ukraine with the opportunity to use
the equipment for the purchase of armaments and military equipment offset —
compensation for purchased defense products as a kind of investment in the
economy of the importing country.

The experience of using offset schemes in many European countries suggests
the expediency of purchasing modern anti-aircraft weapons schemes for their own
armed forces (internal offset) and for promoting the products of the national
defense industrial complex (DIC) to world markets. For Ukraine, in this context,
the experience of countries with a well-developed legal framework in the area of
application of compensation schemes and considering offset as a compulsory and
an integral part of the procurement of imports of military products and services
may become useful.

The basic document governing the procurement of weapons and ammunition in
India (including military-technical cooperation) is the «Defense Procurement
Procedure» (DPP), adopted in December 2002. The structure and implementation
mechanisms of DPP have been repeatedly revised and supplemented in 2003, 2005,
2006, 2008, 2009, 2011, 2013, 2016 years.

According to the DPP, the planning of military procurement in India is based
on the prospects for the development of the armed forces for the long-term (15
years), medium-term (5 years) and short-term (annual) periods. It follows a Long
Term Integrated Perspective Plan, a Services Capital Acquisition Plan, and an
Annual Acquisition Plan.

In accordance with the implementation regulations introduced by DPP-2006,
the offset proposal is submitted by the applicant company in the submission of the
main offer. It includes Offset Obligation and consists of Technical Offset Offering
(Commercial Offset Offer) and Commercial Offset Offer (Off Offset Offering).

Acquaintance with the offset proposal is carried out simultaneously with the
main contract. The proposal is being reviewed in two stages, the Procurement
Management and the Contract Negotiation Committee of India, with the
involvement of representatives of DOFA. After examining the proposal, the final
decision is taken. In this case, the evaluation of the proposal on the offset part of
the contract does not affect the process of selecting the winner in relation to the
main subject of the transaction. However, signing a contract with the winning
company is made only after the positive verdict of the committee for the approval
of contracts for the offset part of the main offer.

The offset transaction market is a complex and large-scale mechanism. The
Indian offset policy experience is an illustration of the state’s desire to introduce
effective schemes for the use of the potential of military-technical cooperation with
the leading countries of the world to increase the level of development of its own
economy and defense industry enterprises.
