This report explores the experiences and constraints faced by young women and men in
the world of work. Based on the school-to-work transitions surveys (SWTS) of 32 developing
countries run between 2012 and 2015, the report concludes that being young and female
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serve as a double strike for those seeking to find productive employment. Youth is a crucial
time of life when young people start realizing their aspirations, assuming their economic
independence and finding their place in society. The global jobscrisis has exacerbated the
vulnerability of young people in terms of: higher unemployment; lower quality jobs for those
who find work; greater labour marketinequalities among different groups of young people;
longer and more insecure school-to-work transitions, and increased detachment from the
labour market.

The 1LO supports governments and social partners in designing and implementing
integrated employment policy responses. As part of this work, the ILO seeks to enhance the
capacity of national and local level institutions to undertake evidence-based analysis that
feeds social dialogue and the policy-making process. To assist member Statesinbuilding a
knowledge base on youth employment, the ILO has designed the «school-to-work transition
survey» (SWTS). The current report, which explores the differing experiences and constraints
faced by young women and men in the world of work, is a product of a partnership between
the ILO and The MasterCard Foundation. This report presents a gender analysis of the
available datasets and highlights the persistent disadvantages that young women continue to
face in the labour market. It should serve as an important contribution to the dialogue on
how policy responses and program meadjustments can better address gender discrepancies
in labour utilization and more effectively ensure that young women are set on a path towards
self-empowerment through their labour market transitions.
