In general, the concept of environmental management culture can
be well-presented through the complex of key positions that form its
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essence and objectives. First of all, EMC is the totality of achievements
and actions of any management object with the goal to maintain and
improve the state of an environmental resource affected by human
activities. It can be both subjective and objective in all areas of public life
and it is a subject to analysis and description. Second of all, it includes
the norms, visions and recommendations which should be taken into
consideration in order to avoid, minimize or mitigate human-caused
environmental changes. In this case humans are analysed in a broad
way as the sum total of an individual’s behaviour or actions which are
the direct visible signs of the individual’s nature. Included here are
all the acts of the moral, religious, aesthetic, social, economic and
managerial relations. Depending on the reaction towards obligatory and
voluntarily duty of care imposed on persons in the field of environmental
protection, they can be either active defenders or passive observers, full
or partial participants. Third, in the ideal case it envisages elaboration
and introduction of the most efficient and effective environmental
policy which aims to ensure that ecosystem services are protected and
maintained for equitable use by future human generations, and also,
maintain ecosystem integrity. Fourth, EMC is concentrated on sustainable
development, productivity increase, effective and efficient management
focused on social, environmental and economic results (efficient use
of resources, seeking innovative and effective solutions, reducing the
environmental impact of human activities, limiting the use of resources
and encouraging the use of ecological or recycled ones, promoting
responsible attitudes both internally and externally, increasing the
standard of living, improving the competitiveness and standard of living
of people without threats to present and future generations, increasing
income, promoting the recycling of waste etc.). Fifth, its development
level in each particular case can be managed in two ways: maintaining
a certain level of achievements or improving it.

Thus, the article presents the concept and functional sense of
environmental management culture. The author determined the structure

and hierarchical distribution of the principles of the environmental
management culture concept formation. Major result evolved from the
conceptual model is the theoretical and methodological base for the
development of methods for the estimation of environmental management
culture level, particular indexes and criteria of their interpretation which
can be used in order to improve the estimated level.
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
