The relationship between the increase in the value
of production for the spiritual life of society and post-modern
transformation of the alienation of labour is analysed.

Spontaneity is regarded as an integral feature of cre-
ativity and inspiration — deeply individual condition.
Howeuver, the creation of favourable conditions for creatio-
ity, work in spiritual production is characterized as a press-
ing social problem in the formation of enclaves of knowledge
economy and general postmodern transformation.

The conclusion about the effectiveness of the pub-
lic association of public and private interests (primar-
ily public-private partnership) and the development of
scientific-educational-industrial complexes is provided.

CONCLUSIONS

Knowledge and socio-cultural parameters of post-modern
social fields management is one of the key challenges of the
XXl century and the third millennium itself. It is now obvious: not
only ensuring competitiveness of certain industrial structure but
strategic survival and the development of the Superproject of
each cultural and civilizational worlds in the knowledge society
directly depends on the priority of spiritual production, in par-
ticular - appropriate transformation of social and economical
environment and the share of advanced enclaves (e.g. effective
scientific, educational and production complexes).

In doing so, on the one hand, to be efficient, the complex’
scientific and educational structures are to provide efficient
services of its portfolio by training (namely, setting up and
forming) a man not only as a carrier of goods and working labour
but also as a personality, preparing to face post-modern level
challenges. On the other hand, it is necessary to rely on wide
attraction of the engaged in the results of training the repre-
sentatives of the different social strata.

Firstly, intellectual activity management in terms of in-
creasing the structuring, framework importance of knowledge
society is currently a decisive direction of social and eco-
nomic society’s development success. Its task is to develop,
release and activate the creative intellectual potential based
on fundamentally affine resource bases and integration not
only immanent possibilities, but also effective and modern
conditions-ready features of social legacy of the previous
models (worked out by the Tradition and the Modern in the first
place). Managerial technocratism with its “cold” and “objec-
tified” management and priority claim of administrative loyalty
is not sufficient: it does not reveal all the creative potential.
The method to influence the human, humans and processes
being in harmony with the epoch is to provide concernment
and fulfilment of the productive potential.

Secondly, the need of the new Superproject imposes upon
the suspense of classic modern tasks, coexsictence of eco-
nomic structures based on traditional, modern and post-modern
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culture, agrarian, industrial and post-industrial society that in-
cludes the canvas and the logic of Asian production type drawn
on common private property. It provokes using the notions of
post-modern or quasi-post-modern and wide regulating ap-
plication of a set of irrationally transformed forms. Along with
that, the forced transformation of inversion form includes the
elements of classic westernization but by no means reduces
to them.

Thirdly, it is necessary to combine efforts of different eco-
nomic sectors, especially the state, society and business fields
for productive consolidation of possibilities and risk mitigation of
formation the scientific, educational and production complexes.
The public-private partnership is particularly effective direction
to combine the potential of public interest and private activity.

Carrying out of further scientific investigations in the field of
labour alienation and social life requires application of the tools
both from labour relations essence development’s changes
ensuring field and social psychology of transformations as well
as conformity with the requirements of the post-modernity of
legal and regulatory and organizational and managerial forms.
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
