The dynamics of the concluded lease agree-
ments number according to three factors is being
analysed: the structure of payment forms, the terms
of lease and the size of the rent fee. The linear co-
efficients of the structural changes were defined.
The methodology of application of the structural
changes for the analysis of the interrelations as to
the intensity of the process of lease relations as well
as the methodology of identification of trends of
their further development have been proposed.

Due to the structural nature of the certain conditions of the land
lease the analysis of the structural changes for the certain period of
time is recommended. This allows to reveal the relationship between
them and to identify trends of development of the lease relations.

For this purpose, we consider the dynamics of the number of the
signed land leases in the Lviv region according to three factors: the
structure of payment methods (natural, money and the paying by
work), time term lease (1-3, 4-5, 6-10 and more than 10 years) and
the rent pay (1.5 %, 1,5-3,0 and more than 3.0% of the normative
monetary land value).

According to values of coefficients of the structural changes,
we draw the general conclusion as to the intensity of the process of
structural changes in the lease relations in the years of 2009-2013.
The trend of increasing in the share of leases with lease payment over
3.0% prevails over the tendency of increasing the share of rent fee
for a period of 6-10 years and over the trend of shift of the forms of
payment to cash payment of leased lands. The last trend prevails the
increasing of the share of rent fee for a period of 6-10 years.

Further application of structural changes in the scientific research,
including in the lease relations in particular, conditioned by the

necessity to identify factors, which impact the structure forming, the
urgent need in the improving of methods of structure analysis and
its assessment, improving of state structural policy in the economic
sphere, particularly in the sphere of the land lease.
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
