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15TH ANNIVERSARY OF ‘EMINAK’ JOURNAL:
THE HISTORY OF DEVELOPMENT

The year 2022 has become a landmark for the scientific quarterly journal ‘Eminak’, as
well as for all Ukrainians and the world community. Just at the difficult times of Russian-
Ukrainian war escalation and under the shelling of its birthplace, the hero city of
Mykolaiv, the journal is celebrating its 15t birthday. And, the journal itself, like Ukraine,
celebrates its victories in these difficult times.

Back in the summer of 2007, during an informal meeting at the Laboratory of
Archeology and Ethnology at the Educational and Scientific Institute of History and Law
of V.0. Sukhomlynskyi National University of Mykolaiv (V.0.Sukhomlynskyi IHL MSU),
among the graduates of the ‘Istfac’ (as the Faculty of History was customary called among
students and graduates), the idea arose to start own, independent from censorship and
political influences, scientific quarterly interdisciplinary journal specialized in the
humanities. The generator of the idea was a doctoral student of the Faculty of History of
Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, Candidate of Historical Sciences, Associate
Professor Oleksandr Trygub (he also was the author of the journal title) who found
associates in the persons of Director of the Scientific Research Center (SRC) ‘Lukomorie’
Kyrylo Horbenko and his Deputy Oleksandr Smyrnov who were also the lecturers of the
[HL of V.0. Sukhomlynskyi National University of Mykolaiv. The legal basis of the journal
was the SRC ‘Lukomorie’ (at that time it was a part of the State Enterprise ‘Scientific
Research Center “Protective Archaeological Service of Ukraine” at the Institute of
Archeology of National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine’).

Initially, the ‘Eminak’ was conceived as a historical and political science journal and,
accordingly, it aimed to attract attention and draw to cooperation such scholars as
historians, philosophers, sociologists, and political scientists as well as political figures,
representatives of concerned organizations to a constructive dialogue on the current
problems of historical science, demography, political science, and the practical issues of
politics of various countries and regions. The journal was supposed to publish the study
results of the employees of the SRC ‘Lukomorie’ and the Institute of Archeology of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, lecturers, students, and graduate students of
V.0. Sukhomlynskyi National University of Mykolaiv on the issues of history, archaeology,
ethnology, and local history, first of all, related to Mykolaiv region. To implement that
aim, the planned structure of the journal included three main sections: 1. Archaeology;
2. History, and 3. Political Science. In some cases (for example, thematic collections,
materials of international and all-Ukrainian conferences, etc.), the structure of the issue
could have been changed.
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The team started their work quite eagerly and enthusiastically. K.Horbenko
undertook the financing of the publishing process, O.Smyrnov carried out legal and
organizational arrangements, and O. Trygub was responsible for the publishing process.

During the month, an editorial board headed by Oleksandr Trygub, Deputies Thor
Smyrnov and Thor Kryvosheia, and Executive Secretary Kyrylo Horbenko was formed.
The editorial team was supposed to work in two fields: History (Chairman Doctor of
Science, Professor Mykola Shytiuk) and Political Science (Chairman Doctor of Political
Science, Professor Viktor Voinalovych). Doctor of Science, Professor Oleksandr Thnatusha
(Zaporizhzhia), Doctor of Science, Professor Serhii Vodotyka (Kherson), and Doctor of
Political Science, Associate Professor Vira Dereha (Mykolaiv) were invited as the
reviewers.

During the second half of 2007, it became possible to prepare both planned issues and
publish them at the end of the year (until December, the publishers were waiting to get
the registration certificate). However, the further financing of the journal faced certain
problems. The funding from the SRC ‘Lukomorie’ decreased significantly, the world
economic crisis broke out. In addition, M. Shytiuk became the Editor-in-Chief in 2008. It
happened due to the fact that O. Trygub focused all his attention on writing his doctoral
thesis and he did not have enough time to perform his duties on the editorial board.
Unfortunately, M. Shytiuk was negligent in his duties and the journal began to decline.
Only one issue was published annually from 2008 to 2010, and in 2011, no issue was
published at all.

In 2011, the decision was taken to reorganize the journal. O. Trygub returned to the
post of Editor-in-Chief after defending his doctoral thesis successfully. A number of

decisions were made aimed at saving the journal and bring it to a new level. Firstly, the
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disciplinary orientation of the journal was narrowed to the historical and archaeological
profile, which was supposed to improve the quality level of the periodical. As a result, the
editorial board was changed and included both Ukrainian (N. Havryliuk, H. Kazmyrchuk,
Th. Kryvosheia, D.Kozak, V.Kryvosheia, M. Mykhailutsa, O.Symonenko, M. Shytiuk, and
Y. Shkliazh) and foreign (K. Grozev, Ye. Krynko, A. Tykhonov) historians.

Secondly, entering the List of Scientific Professional Editions of Ukraine was specified
as the nearest goal of the journal. To implement that goal, the work on preparing new
issues began, and during the year it became possible to restore the journal, sign the
agreement with the National Library of Ukraine named after V.I. Vernadskyi on the
creation of the journal archive on the library website, and create the own journal website
(Fig. 2) with a complete archive of the publications (author - Hanna Pogromska). During
2012-2015, the editorial board was expanded with such Ukrainian scholars - A. Bujskikh,
Yu. Grebennikov, D.Hrechko, I.Kryvosheia, V.Pankovskyi, I.Smyrnov, and Polish -
R.Dymchyk and M. Trobski. In 2015, the journal was also indexed in a number of
scientific databases, including Index Copernicus (Republic of Poland).

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Already in 2014, two issues were published, and in 2015, documents were submitted
to the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine for the registration of the journal as
one specializing in historical sciences. Under the Order of the Ministry of Education and
Sciences of Ukraine No. 1328 dated December 21, 2015, the journal was included in the
List of Scientific Professional Editions of Ukraine in the Field of Historical Sciences.

The website and the status of a ‘professional’ immediately increased the interest in the
journal among both young scholars and fairly solid representatives of the research circle
of historians. The journal ceased to be published with delays, and the editorial calendar
was filled with several issues ahead, which made even issues in several volumes to be
published (later, the editors strongly refused this complicated practice).

An important direction of the editorial board's work was the publications of
specialized issues on archeology where the materials of international scientific and
practical conferences were published (by the way, that was one of the recommendations
of Scopus experts). The first issue in this series was No.4 of 2016, containing the
materials of the International Archeological Conference ‘Olbicum Forum’ (Fig.3)
dedicated to the memory of the famous Ukrainian expert in antiquity Valentyna
Krapivina. 39 research papers were published; the authors were the representatives of
Ukraine, Germany, France, Romania, Great Britain, Poland, Russia, and Moldova.
Subsequently, two more issues (1'2019; 1°’2021) were published based on the results of
the conferences held in 2018 and 2020, respectively.

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In the future, the journal supported two more archaeological conferences, which were
planned to become regular: ‘Archaeology of Eastern Europe in the Prehistoric Era’ and
‘Boristhenika.” Issues 1’2020 and 3’2021 were based on the materials of those
conferences. Moreover, the materials of ‘Boristhenika’, which was dedicated to the
memory of the famous explorer of Berezan Island Valerii Krutilov, were presented in
English, which spread the published scientific achievements among a wider circle of
scholars not only in Eastern Europe but also throughout the world.

In 2018, the last reorganization of the journal was carried out, namely:

1) the founders of the journal strongly refused multi-volume issues, which made
editors’ work difficult and, as a result, reduced the quality of the selection and reviewing
of submitted materials;

2) professional philologist and translator Andrii Vasylevych, having considerable
experience in translation practice, was involved in editing English-language texts and
abstracts;

3) the external presentation of the materials was changed under Scopus and Web of
Science requirements (abstracts were expanded, references were added, affiliation was
clarified, etc.);

4) the journal website platform was changed to Open Journal System 3.0, popular
among publishers, which significantly expanded the journal interaction with such
resources as Crossref, Index Copernicus, DOAJ, Google Scholar, etc.;

5) the editorial board was changed again and was headed by the well-known historian
Thor Sribniak at the invitation of the founders, while Oleksandr Trygub was focused on
the publishing process.

Thus, the quality level of the journal was significantly improved in terms of the
editorial board, technical matters, and content. To implement the latter, the journal
stopped publishing more than 25 materials per issue, which relieved the reviewers and
the editorial board. Currently, the number of research papers on average is 15 per issue.

Today, the editorial team is represented by Ukrainian and foreign scholars in an equal
proportion of 50/50. Ukrainian historians are represented by Ihor Sribniak, Oleksandr
Trygub, Alla Bujskikh, Denys Hrechko, lurii Danylets, Serhii Degtyarev, Iryna Kryvosheia,
IThor Kryvosheia, Mykola Mykhailutsa, Thor Pistruil, and Viktor Savchenko. The
international team is represented by: Alena Barsuk (Belarus), Paolo Biadgi (Italy),
Georgi N. Georgiev (Bulgaria), Vadim Guzun (Romania), Rafal Dymczyk (Poland), Natalia
Murphy (USA), Vitalij Sinika (Moldova), Telnov Nicolai (Moldova), Aleksandr Cherkasov
(USA), Darius Juodis (Lithuania), and Jaroslav Corani¢ (Slovakia). Kyrylo Horbenko
continues to perform the duties of Executive Secretary.

Since 2019, the highest goal of the journal was the inclusion in the Scopus and Web of
Science databases and increasing the citation of published research papers. Already in
2019, the applications were submitted to the specified databases for the first time, but
both applications were rejected (Scopus gave the recommendations for improving the
journal and allowed to submit a second application a year later, and WoS rejected the
application due to the reorganization of its application system). After considering all
recommendations, applications were resubmitted in November 2021 and in 2022 they
were approved by both Scopus (May 27, 2022) and WoS (November 22, 2022). Today,
the journal is indexed in over 20 databases in different countries.

The editorial board pays great attention to the analysis of the journal metrics, which is
determined both by the data of the databases and by the site visitors’ interest in
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published materials. Thus, after the last journal’s website and its content reorganization,
the interest in the website has been constantly growing. According to the results of 2021,
the journal's website was visited by 3,635 users from 106 countries (Fig.4), which
exceeded the values of 2020 by 10% in terms of visitors, and by 30% in terms of the
origin of the visitors (in 2019, the website was visited by 2,355 users from 49 countries,
and in 2020 - 3,326 users from 77 countries).

The top ten countries (after Ukraine) in 2021 included: the USA (708), Czech Republic
(186), Russia (79), France (69), India (66), Japan (66), Germany (58), Great Britain (58),
and Canada (56). Undoubtedly, Ukraine remains the leader, represented by 1,645
visitors.

As you can see, according to the results of 2021, Western countries (primarily English-
speaking) began to read us more, while the number of users from Ukraine and the
Russian Federation decreased. Instead, international geography increased greatly. China,
Poland, Turkey, Italy, Romania, the Netherlands, Indonesia, Moldova, Spain, Hong Kong,
Australia, etc. increased their readership score. In 2019, China entered the last place in
the top ten according to the number of visitors (8). Later, Croatia and Japan 24 and 25
place in 2020, and Ethiopia, Ireland, and the Philippines took 36-38 places in 2021 with
the same number of visitors (8).

As of December 1, 2022, the site was visited by 4,078 users from 122 countries (we
are observing growth dynamics). At the same time, Ukraine (1,521), the USA, France,
Germany, Great Britain, Poland, Turkey, India, Italy, and Japan (52) are in the top ten.
Thus, the general trend of the past years is in force. In our opinion, with the site content
enlarging (especially in English), the number of visitors will only be increasing, primarily
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from English-speaking countries and the ones where the English language is widely used
in the scientific environment.

An important step in 2020 was the renewal of the journal in the List of Scientific
Professional Editions of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine (group B), the
improvement of metrics in the leading databases (in 2021, the citation rate of the journal
in the leading Scopus and Web of Sciences databases increased by 100 percent, i.e. 2
times). At the same time, growth rates are increasing.

The journal also took a significant step forward with the widespread Google Academy.
As for today, the number of calculated citations of the journal’s content is 529 (468 of
them in the last 5 years), and the h-index is 6 (5 in 2017). In fig. 5, we can see that the
journal has achieved its greatest success in recent years, which was facilitated by positive
reforms in all aspects of the organizational and publishing process.

So, to sum up, we should note that, of course, the journal has achieved significant
results in its development reaching a fairly high level in the Ukrainian scientific
continuum. Further steps of the editorial board will be aimed at improving the
meaningful content of the issues with original research papers that would be of interest
not only to Ukrainian historical science but also to historians of other countries. For this,
authors from other countries and continents will be involved as often as possible, and the
geographical coverage of scientific issues will be expanded. We hope that all the steps
taken by the editors to improve the quality of the content and representativeness of the
journal will bring results and raise the level of Ukrainian historical science and its
representation in the world’s scientific space.
