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SPECIAL ISSUE ON ARCHAEOLOGY

Starting in 2016, the publishing of special issues covering a wide range of the
problems of archaeological science became an important field of the editorial board’s
activities. The main attention was paid to the Northern Black Sea region and
neighboring territories. The impetus for the implementation of such a fruitful practice
was the need to publish the materials of the international scientific and practical
conference ‘Olbicum Forum’, which was dedicated to the memory of the outstanding
Ukrainian expert in antiquity Valentyna Krapivina. The initiators of that practice were
Oleksandr Smyrnov, a well-known archaeologist, Senior Lecturer of the Department
of History of V.Sukhomlynskyi Mykolaiv National University, and the Krapivin’s
family - Pavlo Yevheniiovych and Yevhen Pavlovych. Thus, the first special issue of
the journal ‘Eminak’ - “Olbicum Forum’. In Memory of V.V. Krapivina’ was published
in 2016.

During 2016-2021, 5 special issues were published, which presented the materials
of three ‘Olbicum Forum’ conferences (2016, 2018, 2020), where the central problem
was the study of Olbia heritage, and two other conferences, which were planned to be
regular: ‘Archeology of Eastern Europe in the Prehistoric Era’ and ‘Boristhenika’. The
latter two conferences were also associated with the significant archaeological sites
of Mykolaiv region - the Paleolithic settlement of Anetivka (former Domanivka
raion), and the oldest ancient Greek colony of Boristhenida on the Berezan Island.
The ‘Boristhenika’ conference was dedicated to the memory of the outstanding
explorer of Berezan Island Valerii Krutilov (1970-2019).

At the beginning of 2022, an organizational committee was established to hold the
4th International Archaeological Conference “Olbicum Forum’. In Memory of
V.V. Krapivina’, which was planned for May 5-7, 2022. But those plans were not
destined to be implemented. On February 24, with the large-scale offensive of Russian
troops, the open phase of the Russian-Ukrainian war began. A few days later, the
enemy appeared in the eastern regions of Mykolaiv oblast.

In the first days of the war, archaeologists from Mykolaiv, who had combat
experience, joined the ranks of the defenders - Head of Berezan expedition, research
assistant Oleksandr Smyrnov, Director of the National Historical and Archaeological
Reserve ‘Olbia’, candidate of historical sciences Roman Kozlenko, Head of Viktorivka
expedition, research assistant Denys Bondarenko. In March, the city was semi-
surrounded, and in April, the only water supply, the Dnipro-Mykolaiv drinking water
pipeline, was blown up by the occupiers. In such conditions, there could be no
question of any scientific activity. The conference was postponed sine die.
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Publishing was also in a difficult situation. In the hard conditions of the spring of
2022, work on the journal was suspended (no printing house in the city was working,
and there was no way to work under daily stress and shelling, in addition Kyrylo
Horbenko was in Mykolaiv, and Oleksandr Trygub was in Ochakiv). Only a certain
stabilization at the front, which occurred in May - June 2022, made it possible to
return to work on the issues of the journal. Of course, there was no time to think
about any specialized issue. There was only one goal - to keep the journal ‘afloat’ and
preserve own existence.

During the summer of 2022, thanks to the heroic
work of Mykolaiv publishing house ‘Ilion’, which
resumed its work in conditions of regular shelling, it
became possible to publish the last issues of 2021
and the first issues of 2022. By the end of the year
(the liberation of the right bank of the Dnipro with
Kherson, which pushed the front line away from
Mykolaiv and deprived it of the status of a front-line
city) the activity on publishing the journal stabilized.

Along with that, the editors returned to the idea
of publishing an special issue in the problems of
archaeological science. Taking into account the
events of 2022 related to the archaeological
heritage: the robbery of Kherson Museum of Local
Lore and the damage to Mykolaiv Museum of Local
Lore, constant shelling of Olbia Reserve and its chora

archaeological collections, and theoretical and practical issues of preservation of
historical and archaeological heritage.

(https://www.olbio.org) and our friends from the European Union - the scientific
publishing house ‘Ausonius Editions’ (Bordeaux, France) (https://ausoniuseditions.u-
bordeaux-montaigne.fr), specializes in historical and archaeological literature. The
publishing house held a sale of its books and expressed a wish to transfer the funds
received to support Ukrainian archeology in the publishing field. On behalf of the
editorial board, I would like to thank the Director of ‘Ausonius Editions’, Ms. Claire
Hasenohr, for her constructive cooperation and support for the publishing activity of
Ukrainian archaeologists.
