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Theoretical principles of the systemic approach and ways of it’s application for
studying of rural areas are represented in the article. According to the theory of
complex systems there are no direct and explicit cause-effect relations between a
system’s elements. Interrelations between elements can be indirect, multidirectional,
mutual, inverse and variable in duration. Evolution and intensity of changes within a
system depend on its initial state, conditions of functioning, and set of external
factors. Boundaries of any open system are blurred, and it is no easy to forecast its
further state. Application of principles of complex systems theory’s for studying of
rural areas is grounded. Rural area is defined as a special type of complex social-
environmental system that forms due to interrelations between environmental and
social subsystems and where interdependent contacts between human individuals are
mediated by their interactivities with the natural environment. Number of states of a
system’s stability, complexity of transformative stirrings, remoteness of a system’s
trajectory from thresholds, and ability of elements to interact with each other are key
parameters for theoretical analysis of complex social-environmental systems like
rural territories.
