In addition, it is necessary to transform the model
of the state influence on providing the sustainability
of territories. It includes shifting the focus on multi-
subject organization of the process of formation of
the multifaceted systems of management on the
primary territorial level, which is a peripheral
territory of the urban-rural type.

Economic substantiation and implementation of the
state policy in the field of use and conservation of
natural resources according to goals of the
sustainable development of Ukraine and innovative
approaches is the common idea for the presented
papers. In particular, the proposed articles are placed
into three sections that are issues on the European
integration and geopolitical challenges, the theory
and methodology, and the sustainable use,
conservation and renewal of the potential of natural
resource.
