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relevant, otherwise be reason to believe the relativity of international values, prin-
ciples and standards. It should be noted that we are talking about a modern "pact",
a deal between key members of the political and legal reality, it is acting with a cer-
tain period, because it is fair to note that some states have been arising aggressive
way, but now is already exporting democratic values.

The contents of international recognition is that the state expresses its disagree-
ment with certain "quasi" form or process or phenomenon in a country that has im-
mediate political and legal consequences. In the first case, it is the absence of any
diplomatic, economic, legal and other contacts, typical of classic international rela-
tions. This political formation indicates as acknowledged, for which there is no place
in the political and legal system of coordinates.

International non-recognition of the state puts into question of its existence.
We argue that this state is not only feasible, but also nominal is not complete. That
concept is not comparable with the thing.

Phedinyak Galyna. The current state of private international law as a sci-
ence and a system of norms

Formation of Ukraine as an independent state caused revision of its legislation,
setting of new norms of law which had often been unknown to the previous law-
making system. Private International Law of Ukraine and other countries of CIS as
a system of legal norms underwent, perhaps, the most noticeable changes. State mo-
nopoly for foreign economic activity prior to Ukraine declaring its independence,
"closed" character of its borders for free residents migration - these and other factors
did not allow for wide appearance of civil legal relations with foreign element. Col-
lapse of the USSR, formation of new independent states on its territory caused pop-
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ulation's migration. According to the data obtained as the result of research held in
the course of preparation to international conference relating to CIS countries which
took place in Geneva in May 1996, over 10 million people - i.e. each thirtieth resident
of'the region - had moved inside CIS countries and from one of them to another CIS
country starting with the year 1989. In 1991 after the collapse of the Soviet Union
the overall number of people residing beyond the boundaries of their "native" re-
public or autonomous region, amounted to 54 million - 65 million people, i.e. one
fifth of the total population. Thus, after 1991 the situation changed drastically. This
led to a more active application of conflict and substantive legal norms set for reg-
ulating private legal relations with foreign element. There arose the need for passing
new regulatory legal acts, international treaties or the necessity to join the available
ones. Finally the norm-making process logically caused passing of the Law of
Ukraine "On Private International Law" was adopted on June 25, 2005. It was this
law that filled in a number of gaps in legal regulation of a number of legal relations.
In particular, in Ukraine for the first time issues of remission, reference to the law
of the third state, other ones were settled. The Law introduced the norm of applica-
tion of warning on the public order to all legal relations which are within the sphere
of jurisdiction of international private law. Indicated and other advantages of the
Law testify to the development of norms which belong to international private law
of Ukraine.

With the formation of Ukraine as the independent state there started to be more
actively developed science of international private law. In the Soviet period Ukraine's
doctrine on the verge between civil and international law was represented by such
outstanding scholars as V. M. Koretskyy, H. K. Matvieyev, Yu. H. Matvieyev, O. A.
Pidopryhora, nowadays as well as many scholars have made public the results of
their research.

As the subject, "Private International Law" up till 1991 was taught only at sepa-
rate educational establishments of the former USSR. After 1991 in many educational
institutions of CIS countries it started to be introduced at first as a special course (with
a small number of hours of lectures and seminars in the curricula), and then as a course
having hours for one term, now — already for two terms. Everything mentioned above
shows the increase of the importance of international private law as a system of legal
norms, science and academic discipline. However, in spite of the increase of its im-
portance, international private law of Ukraine and other countries continues to develop.
Its development is manifested in the adoption of the last decade a new international
multilateral treaties. Among them, European Convention on the Adoption of Children
(Revised), which was opened for signature in Strasbourg on 27 November 2008. The
Convention is designed to replace the European Convention on the Adoption of Chil-
dren, which was opened for signature on 24 April 1967.

Other Conventions that reflect the realities today — it Convention on the Law
Applicable to Certain Rights in Respect of Securities Held with an Intermediary.
Concluded July 5, 2006. For example, the Convention defines the legal nature and
effects against the intermediary and third parties of a disposition of securities held
with an intermediary.
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The development of private international law is manifested in the recent codi-
fication of legal customs. For example, a Uniform Customs and Practice for Docu-
mentary Credits (UCP-600).

Legal acts on Private International Law adopted in many countries in recent
years: Azerbaijan, Belgium, Bulgaria, Venezuela, Georgia, Italy, China, Liechtenstein,
Macedonia, Poland, South Korea, Slovenia, Tunisia, Turkey, Ukraine, Estonia.

Many of the rules of private international law are unified. But states seek their
own national legislation to regulate many private relationships with a foreign element.
Private International Law of Ukraine as well as other countries continue to develop.
