hilism of state officials.

The author concludes that the condition for the life of civil society is the wealth
of social initiatives aimed at social cooperation for the protection and realization of
individual and group interests.

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Golub Oleksandra. Gender equality as a component of the development
of the social state

Gender equality is one of the conditions for the development and establishment of
a social state. Achievement of gender equality in everyday life requires the elimination
of gender stereotypes and ensuring an equal access to social, political and economical
resources.

National legal systems have differences in historical and geographical factors, lin-
guistic and traditional peculiarities, inter alia, have differences in the formation, devel-
opment and implementation of the principles of gender equality in the social life.
Therefore, the study of gender equality is relevant in the context of the typology of social
states.

Taking into account that ensuring gender equality is one of the activities of the
social state, the classification of countries and analysis of the gender component in the
functioning of national legal systems can be carried out depending on the type of social
policy of the state.

In the 90's of the twentieth-century, new approaches to the typology of social states

and their legal systems were proposed. One of them is the classification of legal systems

of'social states proposed by G. Esping Andersen. This classification implies their division

into conservative, liberal and social-democratic. This classification is based on the direct
connection of the form of the state, its legal system and the labor market. Feminist critique
of the typology of G. Esping Andersen was based on the ignorance of the gender factor.

This typology is set against the classification proposed by researcher J. Lewis.
According to the researcher, the family model with the husband-breadwinner and the
woman-housewife was typical for the middle class of the late nineteenth century, and
later in a number of industrial countries it became a stereotypical ideal. And the models
of modern social security are based on such stereotypes. As a result, women are excluded
from the labor market because they are subordinate to their husbands.

In accordance with this classification, there are three types of states and their legal
systems: with strong, weak and transitional models of material provision of the family.
These gender models explain the high, moderate and low level of women's economic de-
pendency, which is determined by the employment of women in the labor market, as well
as the dependence on the development of social infrastructure.

Of course, there is no unified social model, and real social practice is based on his-
torical, cultural, economic and political ground. However, emphasize of the most com-
mon features of the different models is the way for their better understanding. After all,
in the context of globalization the convergence of legal families is taking place and we
can admit the common cultural basis of legal systems.

Thus, regulation of gender relations should have signs of stability and be based on
common political and legal guidelines.
